Instructions:
Each PowerPoint file consists of ten tossups with multiple slides. The Word document containing the answers should be open on a separate computer. The “reader” should proceed sequentially through these slides, reading the question number and prompt at the beginning of each question, and allow players a chance to buzz on each slide with an image. We recommend timing on slides be given as follows:
4 seconds on each slide
5 seconds for players to answer after buzzing in 
2 seconds before advancing to next slide if a player negs
Negs should be in effect until the final slide in each question. Slides with a blue background are powers (worth 15 points;) slides with a black background are worth the usual 10 points, and slides with a green background are also worth 10 points and should have no penalty for negging.
