[10]Answer: Blastoise
[10]Answer: Omanyte
2) This cel-shaded game includes anamorphic animals, many of which that aren’t wearing pants.  Many of the titular character’s actions revolve around small blue lights which indicate his (*) “Thief Senses.”  He is aided in his heists with a family cane,  which he uses to fight.  His cohorts include a pink hippo named Murray and a small green turtle, later confined to a wheelchair, known as Bently.  FTP name this game, featuring a raccoon burglar, one Thevius Racoonus.
ANSWER: Sly Cooper
BONUS: FTPE name these other cel-shaded games
[10]This game features Sailing and a young version of Link
ANSWER: Legnd of Zelda: The Wind Waker (prompt on partial answer)
[10]This series of games is very beat-related. One must stomp on the 4 directional buttons in a funky fashion to receive a high score.
ANSWER: Dance Dance Revolution (Accept DDR)
[10]Games in this cel-shaded generaton of Pokémon for the DS features the legendary pokemon Dialgia and Palkia 
ANSWER: 4th Generation (or Pokemon Diamond and Pearl)
3) A 1990s Nike commercial featured this being playing Charles Barkley in a game of one-on-one, with Barkley dunking on it. In an episode of Boy Meets World Shawn and Corey discuss a movie featuring this creature going to college, while in Austin Powers: Goldmember, a salary-man points out that due to international copyright laws (*), what he and another man are seeing isn’t actually this creature. One of this question writer’s favorite movies featured Matthew Broderick working for the U.S. Army to kill this creature, which had been created when French nuclear testing radiated Iguana eggs. ANSWER: Wolf Man (prompt on werewolf)
[10]Universal Pictures also released a film about this monster in 1931 based off a Mary Shelly novel.
ANSWER: Frankenstein’s monster
[10]Played by William Marshall, this extremely spooky monster was first seen in a 1972 film which promised he was “Deadlier than Dracula.”
ANSWER: Blacula
4) Filmed entirely in black and white, this 1994 movie had very little box office success.  The cast for the film was mostly comprised of friends of the director. (*)  One scene from the film portrays one character, played by Jeff Anderson, unknowingly selling cigarettes to a clearly underage girl, while another features a hockey game on the roof of the Quik Stop that lasts only a few minutes before the ball is lost. Centering on the day of video store employee Randall and his friend Daunte, who “isn’t even supposed to be here today,” FTP, name this cult hit, directed by Kevin Smith.
ANSWER: Clerks
BONUS:  Kevin Smith has appeared in other forms of media.  FTPE, name these other places where Kevin Smith has appeared.
[10]Kevin Smith plays the computer hacker Warlock in this 2007 movie starring Bruce Willis as Detective John McClane for a third time, and also featuring Justin Long.
ANSWER: Live Free or Die Hard
[10]Kevin Smith reprises his role as Silent Bob in this 1999 film about two fallen angels trying to get back into Heaven.
ANSWER: Dogma
[10]Kevin Smith published this collection of his web journal entries. It shares it’s name with his blog, which chronicles his not so adventerous life.
ANSWER: My Boring Ass Life
5) This Kansas alum was once called a “pure mudder” by former Rams defensive end Deacon Jones after his historic 6 touchdown performance in the mud against the 49ers . That same year he scored a collective 22 touchdowns, still a rookie record(*). While injuries considerably shortened his career, this man is also known for his self-portrayal in Brian’s Song, a film about his friend and teammate Brian Piccolo. FTP, name this Hall-of-Fame Chicago Bears running back.
ANSWER: Gale Sayers
BONUS: Name these Chicago Bears with awesome nicknames, for 10 points each.
[10]This man, nicknamed “Papa Bear”, was a founding member of the NFL and coached the bears on and off from 1920 to 1967.
ANSWER: George Halas
[10]Nicknamed “sweetness”, this man retired in 1987 as the NFL’s all-time leading rusher, a record he held until Emmit Smith stat whored his way to the record in 2002.
ANSWER: Walter Payton
[10]Lovingly labeled “Sexy, this former Bears QB once had a Kissing Suzy Kolber article written about him titled “F it, I’m throwing it downfield”. He famously led the Bears to Super Bowl XLI.
ANSWER” “Sexy” Rex(y) Grossman
6) Comcast.net rated this man as the best of his trade.  A C.E.O. and founder of a namesake corporation based in Odessa, Florida, the Atlantic City boardwalk was where he got his start(*) with the Washmatik, while in a more well known appearance, he claimed that  there would be no more “flippin’ and floppin’ or slippin and sloppin’” with the Big City Slider Station. First famous for yelling at us about OxiClean, FTP, Name this pitchman who in June of 2009 died of a heart disease. 
ANSWER: Billy Mays (accept William Mays)
BONUS: (Shouting) HI, BILLY MAYS HERE TO BRING YOU THIS BONUS.
[10]This Mays-pitched item supposedly gets rid of lime and calcium buildup, but this question writer finds it’s coolest use to be making a penny shiny in like 30 seconds.
ANSWER: Kaboom!
[10]This product is made from epoxy putty that dries at room temperature. It’s advertised to be able to withstand up to 350 lbs.
ANSWER: Mighty Putty
[10]Bringing up the ShamWOW! to Billy on his show PitchMen often brought up anger because Mays had first advertised this product, basically the same thing, just a little bigger.
ANSWER: Zorbeez
7) The first live performance of this song was on a 1989 airing of ‘The Arsenio Hall Show.” Peter Griffin  compares himself to “The bad guys of Lethal Weapon(*) Two” in a parody of this song, which debuted on Stanley Kirk Burrell’s album “Please Hammer, Don’t Hurt ‘Em.” With lyrics like “A super dope homeboy from the Oak town,” and “my music hits me so hard, makes me say ‘Oh my lord’”, FTP, name this dance hit  made famous by M.C. Hammer.
ANSWER: “U Can’t Touch This”
BONUS: Some other notable people have appeared on “The Arsenio Hall Show” for ten points each:
[10]Name this former president who appeared on “The Arsenio Hall Show” in 1992 and gained popularity with young people by showing off his saxophone skills.
ANSWER: Bill Clinton
[10]This long time friend of Hall was a frequent guest. This actor gained fame in part through his role as a prince from Zamunda named Akeem Joffer.
ANSWER: Edward Regan Murphy
[10]This fictional character with the last name of Voorhees made an appearance on “The Arsenio Hall Show” mainly to promote his upcoming movie 
ANSWER: Jason
8) He originally had two sets of arms to better steal milkshakes with. He also has an Irish uncle who only comes around in March as well as a grandma named Winky. In Psych, Gus argues that this character is in fact black because his last name is Jackson, (*) and in an episode of Family Guy, Lois dresses up as him, but confuses him with the Hamburglar. In an Internet meme, he can be seen gripping and sipping “purple drank.” FTP; name this purple amorphous blob, a friend of Ronald McDonald, who contrary to Peter Griffin, is certainly not autistic.  
ANSWER: Grimace T. Jackson (prompt on “purple amorphous blob” before mentioned)
BONUS: Speaking of Internet memes, FTPE name some.
[10]“Real-time weapon change” and “massive damage!” are quotes from this meme. In the video, Bill Ritch also claims that all the battles in Genji 2 are based off battles from ancient Japanese history, right before the titular animal appears on screen.
ANSWER: Giant Enemy Crab
[10]He was created by Mike and Matt Chapman in 1996. Some of his friends include Strong Bad, Pom Pom, and Marzipan and he once won the title of “Strongest Man in the World,” despite not having any arms.
ANSWER: Homestar Runner
[10]The “Raging Hitler” meme,which features Hitler shouting about various things, such as being banned from Xbox live, is from a scene in this movie.
ANSWER: Downfall
9) This man made an appearance in the movie Conan the Destroyer as Bombaata. Due to his penchant for leaping from the charity stripe and placing the ball in the hoop, the rules for foul shooting were changed.(*) Other rules changed because of this man include the widening of the lane and the invention of the goal tending rule. FTP, name this Philadelphia and Los Angelas Center who once scored 100 points in a game, pulled down 55 rebounds in a game, and supposedly slept with 20,000 women.
ANSWER: Wilt “The Stilt” Chamberlain
BONUS: Name these other NBA record holders, For 10 points each.
[10] This longtime Jazz point guard is the NBA’s all-time leader in both assists and steals with 15,806 and 3,265. 
ANSWER: John Stockton
[10]With 38,387 career points, this man, formerly known as Lew Alcinder, retired as the NBA’s all-time leading points scorer.
ANSWER: Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
[10]This native Nigerian and former Houston Cougar is the NBA’s all-time leader in blocked shots with 3,830. He won two NBA Championships with the Rockets in the mid-90s.
ANSWER: Hakeem Olajuwon
10) This film takes place in Britain in the year 2027, which has become totalitarian and is ruled by the Norsefire regime. (*)  The protagonist takes over the state-run British Television Network, where Evey Hammond works, and broadcasts a message telling the citizens to rise up against their government.  Later, Evey is in contact with a corrupt Bishop, whom she helps the protagonist kill.  FTP, name this film starring Hugo Weaving, which features a famous scene with the 1812 Overture playing while Parliament is destroyed by a train full of explosives.
ANSWER: V for Vendetta
BONUS: FTPE, name these other characters that Hugo Weaving has either played or provided the voice for.
[10]Weaving plays this character in the Matrix trilogy.  He is the main antagonist to Neo and creates copies of himself by mutating other characters inside of the Matrix.
ANSWER: Agent Smith
[10]Weaving plays this elven head of the Council where it was decided that the one ring should be destroyed.
ANSWER: Elrond
[10]Weaving provides the voice for this Decepticon leader in the Transformer films.
ANSWER: Megatron
11) This athlete was in center field at the time of the Bartman incident in the 2003 NLCS. He also was a DH for the Yankees when they blew a 3 games to 0 lead on the Red Sox, and made the final out of the 2001 World Series as a center fielder(*) with the Giants. Had he signed with the Reds in 2008, it would've been the eighth NL team he had played with, although he spent the majority of his career with the Indians in the 1990's, where he lead the AL in stolen bases five times. FTP, name this outfielder who is 15th all-time on the stolen base list whom Matt Stairs recently surpassed as the position player who played with the most major league teams.
ANSWER: Kenny Lofton
BONUS: While Lofton had claimed that he wanted to steal two bases on the same pitch, another baseball player actually did on August 1st, 2007 off of John Lannan. FTPE:
[10]Name this second baseman for the Reds who had been traded from the Indians in a lopsided deal in 2006 for pitcher Jeff Stevens.
ANSWER: Brandon Phillips
[10]Phillips had won a footrace with this Nationals third baseman, who finished a close second in the 2006 NL Rookie of the Year voting, who had been playing almost all the way over to second on a shift to get to third.
ANSWER: Ryan Zimmerman
[10]Zimmerman had been shifted over that far because this then-Red who now plays first base and left field for the Nationals and is nicknamed "Donkey" rarely hit the ball to the opposite field when he was hitting ground balls.
ANSWER: Adam Dunn
12) A web comic created by Chris Hastings about one that is also Irish and a doctor also features Gordito Delgado, Judy, and King Radical. Kent Nichols and Doug Sarine created a series of videos where viewers could ask one of these a question and 13-year-old Robert Hamburger (*) runs a site dedicated to them, which states that they are mammals, that they kill all the time, and  that their only purpose is to flip out and kill people. FTP, name this race of warrior-people who are locked in eternal combat with pirates.
ANSWER: ninjas
BONUS: Ninjas carry swords. Ergo, FTPE, given a description of a sword, name it.
[10]In one legend, the Lady of the Lake gives King Arthur this magical sword. In others, he pulls it out of a stone.
ANSWER: Excalibur (accept Caledfwlch)
[10]It is goblin-made with large rubies in its pommel. In Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets, Harry uses to slay the basilisk after he pulls it out of the Sorting Hat.
ANSWER: Godric Gryffindor’s Sword (accept Sword of Gryffindor)
[10]In the game Baldur’s Gate II, this blade comes from the astral plane and can be used to kill characters instantly. In a Lewis Carroll poem, it makes a “snicker-snack” sound and was used to slay the Jabberwock. 
ANSWER: vorpal sword (accept vorpal blade)
13) The parents of this character once called his best friend a “wet match in a dark cave.” At the end of that episode, Marty and his wife Janet find out(*) that they have been visiting with the wrong character.  His real parents had been outside at his grumpy neighbor’s Easter-Island-head-shaped house. FTP name this character who once won an award for doing nothing longer than anyone else, best friend of Spongebob Squarepants.
ANSWER: Patrick Star
BONUS: FTPE name these characters from Spongebob Squarepants
[10]This character is a freakishly strong squirrel with a southern accent.
ANSWER: Sandy Cheeks
[10]This cheap restaurant owner is Spongebob’s boss. He has a whale for a daughter. Why?
ANSWER: Mr. Eugine Krabs
[10]In the Spongebob Squarepants movie, this actor offers to take Spongebob and Patrick across the water on his back, just like a boat.
ANSWER: David Hassellhoff
14) In February of 2010 this band announced that their new album “Shout It Out” will debut in June of that year. This band made an appearance on the 1994 film “Yo! Kidz: The Vidz” and would find world success  two years later with the album, Middle of Nowhere.(*) Also noted for albums such as Boomerang and 3 Car Garage, their biggest hit tells us to “hold on to the ones who really care” and asks “when you get old and start losing your hair, can you tell me who will still care?”  For ten points, name this boy-band of brothers Isaac, Taylor, and Zac made famous by the song “MMMbop.”
ANSWER: Hanson
BONUS: I don’t know about you but I think this is a perfect time to test your team’s boy band knowledge, so for ten points each, 
[10] Name this band who blessed the world with characters such as Joey Fatone, Lance Bass, and Justin Timberlake with great songs such as “Bye, Bye, Bye.”
ANSWER: N’Sync
[10]One member of this boy band would later marry then-famous Jessica Simpson but that was after they produced the song “Because of You.”
ANSWER: 98 Degrees
[10]This band, members including Brian Litrell, recorded songs such as “I’ll Never Break Your Heart,” and “We’ve Got it Goin On”
ANSWER: Backstreet Boys 
 15) Scenarios in this game include Diamond heights, which features Claustrophobia and Agoraphobia, which are dueling types of the titular items. 21 scenarios are found in this game, with the objective of  the last one to “Have fun.”(*) Guests, differentiated by numbers, never come with less than $30 dollars and are stupid enough to get on some rides that are bound to crash.  With park employees like mechanics and handymen, this is, FTP which game that features the player creating an amusement park
ANSWER: Roller Coaster Tycoon
BONUS: FTPE, name these theme parks found in Ohio
[10]Now nothing more than a ghost town, this former Six Flags amusement park now only features a namesake Wild Water Kingdom
ANSWER: Geauga Lake
[10]This park now owns Geauga Lake’s coaster the X Flight. It’s found in Mason, Ohio.
ANSWER: Kings Island
[10]This park is home to the tallest coaster in the world, and is tied for the most coasters in a theme park, with 17.
ANSWER: Cedar Point
16) After six months of studying fencing, this actor became the first freshman to win the All-School Fencing Championship at the Bristol Old Vic Theatre School in Bristol, England.  He later felt that “Jerry Silbermann in MacBeth” didn’t have a good ring to it, so he adopted the stage name that he is known as.  He made his big screen debut in 1967 in the film Bonnie and Clyde, (*) as Eugene Grizzard, one of the duo’s hostages.  Originally, this man refused to be in the film See No Evil, Hear No Evil with Richard Pryor, but he was allowed to re-write the script, which turned out to be a huge mistake as the film was knocked for its terrible script.  FTP, name this actor, most famous for playing Willy Wonka in the original Willy Wonka and the Chocolate Factory.
ANSWER: Gene Wilder (Accept Jerry Silbermann before mentioned)
BONUS: FTPE, name these other actors from Bonnie and Clyde.
[10] This man played Clyde Barrow in the film.  He also played John Reed in the film Reds.
ANSWER: Warren Beatty
[10]This woman played Bonnie Parker.  She also played Evelyn Mulwray in the film Chinatown.
ANSWER: Faye Dunaway
[10]This man played Buck Barrow.  He has also played the role of Little Bill Daggett in the film Unforgiven.
ANSWER: Gene Hackman
17) In February of 2010, this show was re-released in Japan for the first time since 1997.  The show can be described as your typical anime fare with bright colors and a large central cast including minor characters including Ami Mizuno(*) and Rei Hinto This show features 5 main characters that band together to fight evil organizations such as Dark Kingdom alongside their leader, Serena.  FTP, name this show that includes “scouts” named after the planets with their.
ANSWER: Sailor Moon
BONUS: FTPE, name these other Cartoon Network shows that aired alongside Sailor Moon.
[10] This show was created by Genndy Tartakovsky and featured it’s egghead title character’s line: “DeeDee get out of my la-boor-a-tour-ee!”
ANSWER: Dexter’s Laboratory
[10] Airing from 1990 to 1995, this show featured the powers of earth, water, wind, fire and heart as they combined to form the title character, who worked with the Planeteers to save the world from pollution.
ANSWER: Captain Planet (If they get it, yell GO EARTH!)
[10] This Hannah-Barbera Saturday morning special consisted of Biff, Shelly, Bubbles and Clamhead as well as this titular drum-playing air-breathing great white shark.
ANSWER: Jabberjaw
18) This band, who made a return to the stage during Cypress Hill Smoke-out Festival headed by a new front man Romeo Ramirez, lost their lead singer/guitarist on May 25th, 1996.  This band also remade the most famous song in George Bernard Shaw’s “Porgy and Bess.” Also noted for songs like “April (*) 29th, 1992” and “Doin’ Time”, both of which received a large amount of radio time along with other hits such as “Wrong Way” and “What I Got.” All of these debuted on their July 1996 album with the same name as the latter. For Ten Points name this band, previously headed by Bradley Nowell, famous for songs such as “Santeria.”
Answer: Sublime
BONUS: Mr. Nowell, lead guitarist of previously mentioned Sublime, sadly passed away due to a heroin overdose. So, for ten points each name other famous people who have succumbed to their drug abuse.
[10] Mainly due to his idiot doctor who prescribed him 100 pills of a powerful sedatives, this man, after consuming 32 of said pills, died shortly after the release of his band’s album “Who Are You.”
Answer: Keith Moon
[10] This actress accidentally killed herself by a life-long addiction to barbiturates, received most of her fame from the role as Dorothy in The Wizard of Oz.
Answer: Judy Garland
[10]This Australian born lead singer of AC/DC died on arrival to the hospital of “acute alcohol poisoning.”
Answer: Bon Scott
19) The alternative ending to this film featured the main character sitting on his 1973 Oldsmobile.  He drinks some of his magic potion, but drinks too much and falls asleep for a very long time.  During this time he doesn’t age, but does grow quite the beard. (*) Upon awakening, he shouts “I’VE SLEPT TOO LONG” and sees that he is now in post-apocalyptic England.  However, test audiences widely disapproved of this ending, so the final scene is a confrontation with a witch-like woman in the Housewares department.  FTP, name this third film in the Evil Dead series, which sees Ash Williams being sent back to medieval England in order to conquer the Dead-ites.
ANSWER: Army of Darkness (Do not accept or prompt on “The Evil Dead Three”)
BONUS: FTPE, answer these questions about the Evil Dead movies.
[10] This Spider-Man director was the genius behind these films.
ANSWER: Sam Raimi
[10] This man plays Ashley “Ash” Williams in the Evil Dead films. He also plays Sam in the USA hit Burn Notice
ANSWER: Bruce Campbell
[10] Ash works in this convenience store in the Evil Dead films.  He says that you should “Shop smart, shop” this store.
ANSWER: S-Mart
20) Other names of this being include David Duchovny andThespo-mat and he is at least 989 years old. He was nominated for an Oscar for his work in The Magnificent Three written  by Harold Zoid(*), though he did not win. This being once fell in love with Bender’s alter-ego Coilette in “Bend Her,” and in “Into the Wild Green Yonder,” he admits that his operating system is Windows Vista, one moment before crashing. Supposedly gaining his acting skills from the Robot Devil, FTP name this star of the fake, all robot TV soap-opera, All My Circuits.

ANSWER: The Terminator (prompt on T-101)
[10]This machine tells Dave Bowman that he cannot let him disable him. Just before he is shut down, he sings the beginning of “Daisy Bell.”
ANSWER: HAL 9000 (accept and award 5 extra points for Heuristically programmed Algorithmic Computer)
[10]This being is technically a droid, and only 4 were ever created. Upon activation, this droid slaughtered it’s creators and went rouge, making a name for itself as an assassin droid. It’s only appearance in the Star Wars Films was in The Empire Strikes Back when the Empire hires bounty hunters to find Han Solo.
ANSWER: IG-88
TB    This songwriting group began under the name Tom & Jerry in 1957 in Forest Hills, Queens, New York.  In that same year, they made their first professional recording, “Hey, Schoolgirl,” which was released on 45 rpm and 78 rpm vinyl records that featured the flip-side song “Dancin’ Wild.”  Eventually, their first album, Wednesday Morning, 3 A.M. was released in 1964, but was a commercial flop.  Shortly after they finished recording, the two split up, with one member moving to the United Kingdom.  During this period in London, he collaborated on a number of songs with Bruce Woodley of The Seekers, including the song “Red Rubber Ball.”  In 1999, asteroid 91287 was named in this group’s honor.
