[10]Although later practiced by the entire team, this Falcons running back started doing the “Dirty Bird” dance during his team’s 1998 Super Bowl season. He set the NFL-record for carries that season at 410, a mark later broken by Larry Johnson.
ANSWER: Jamal Anderson
[10]While performing his trademark celebration, this outside linebacker brandishes his idiotic tattoo with the words “Lights Out” and a sickly looking hand about to pull down a light switch. He is also known for getting busted for steroids in 2006 and for allegedly beating up 4’11” TV slash Myspace Personality Tila Tequila.
ANSWER: Shawne Merriman

[10] The commercial currently running for this food shows that it’s so refreshing, it can prevent playing football, and looking like, Betty White.
ANSWER: Snicker’s
[10]White one, Red one, Yellow one.
ANSWER: Volkswagen  (Accept VW)
7) In one episode of The Simpsons, we learn that like Sideshow Bob, this character is a Republican. In an episode of Futurama it is mentioned that he has been promoted to the rank of archduke and an Esquire Magazine article claimed “that there was no historical basis” for him. ANSWER: Blue Collar TV(Or Blue Collar Television)
[10] This landmark jazz album by Miles Davis also featured saxophonists John Coltrane and Cannonball Adderley on pieces such as “So What” and “Flemenco Sketches.” This question writer really recommends you go listen to it after this tournament.

This site is currently in the process of rewriting the Bible, and it makes the claims that abortion is a million-dollar industry and (*) that since Obama has taken office terrorist attacks on the United States have quadrupled. Articles on this site include liberal whining, bias in Wikipedia, causes of homosexuality, and Hollywood values. FTP, name this extremely right-wing wiki, created by Andrew Schlafly.
ANSWER: Conservapedia
BONUS: Conservative pundits are sometimes hilarious. FTPE, please name some.
[10]He loves America so much and he isn’t afraid to go on national television and cry about it on his namesake show.
ANSWER: Glenn Beck
[10]As if you need another reason to support the new health care bill, this loudmouth pundit promised to move to Guatemala if it passed. He is also known for pleading his listeners to register as Democrats so they could vote for Hilary Clinton because he was afraid of Barack Obama
ANSWER: Rush Limbaugh
[10]This other Fox News pundit and frequent Tea Party speaker published an autobiography in 2009, in which she admits she went a bit rouge.
ANSWER: Sarah Palin
13) This singer was born to Ray and Carrie as one of seven children, and was forced to change his initials into a name after enlisting to the United States Air Force.  After spending many years addicted to drugs like cocaine and heroin, he was able to keep a somewhat healthy relationship with(*) June Carter, another famous contemporary country singer. One of “The Man in Black’s” last works was a cover of the Nine Inch Nails song “Hurt,” and is generally accepted as his “epitaph song.”  For 10 points name this artist whose top 5 album “Folsom Prison Blues” introduced the world to “I Walk the Line.”
 ANSWER: Johnny Cash   (also accept J.R. Cash)
BONUS: For ten points each name these other musicians who have had some memorable encounters with the law.
[10]He was inspired to “turn his life around” after watching Johnny Cash during a three year jail term, would later record hits such as “Okie From Muskogee” and “The Old Rugged Cross.”
ANSWER: Merle Haggard
[10]During a 1969 concert at “The Dinner Key Auditorium” in Miami, this lead singer of the Doors, was later arrested for indecent exposure.
ANSWER: Jim Morrison
[10] While under the influence of cocaine, this former glam-rock star, was arrested in January 2009 for chaining a male escort to the wall and repeatedly beating him; also known for songs such as “Karma Chameleon.”
ANSWER: Boy George
14) The setting of this film was moved from London, as it was in the book it is based on, to Chicago in the film adaptation.  The main character in the film is extremely proud of his vinyl record collection, which surpasses the 1,000 mark. ANSWER: 2012
15) This band won a Grammy in 2007 for their album Distant Future as that year’s “Best Comedy Album.” They normally open their acts with the title of “Formerly New Zealand’s(*) fourth most popular guitar based digi-bongo acapella-rap-funk-comedy folk duo.” On their Comedy Central special they sang about a badly burnt Albanian boy and that “Tuesday night is the night that we visit your mother” in songs such as “Albi the Racist Dragon” and “Business Time” For ten Points name this band founded by Bret McKenzie and Jemaine Clement that has a titular show on HBO.

BONUS: Racism is funny right? Well maybe not, but it sure does wonders for celebrities, so for ten points each name these celebrities that have had some notable prejudicial out-bursts.
[10]Anti-Semitic slurs and names such as “Sugar Tits” awaited a police officer when she tried to arrest this actor.
ANSWER: Mel Gibson
[10]After being heckled at a comedy club this star of Seinfeld responded with countless racist remarks including “you would’ve been hung upside down 50 years ago for remarks like that.”
ANSWER: Michal Richards
[10]This brother of Raymond in Everybody Loves Raymond said, “Wear a Turban,” and “Speak in English” to pestering Arabic paparazzo.
ANSWER: Brad Garrett
16) At age 17, this player hit a grand slam out of Wrigley Field during a high school game and when his #4 was retired, he became the first major leaguer afforded that honor.  From June 2, 1925 until May 2, 1939(*), he didn’t miss a single game, although an unknown disorder had been hobbling him for some time, causing his production to decline to the worst levels of his career. BONUS:  Identify these other things dealing with neurological disorders, for ten points each.
 [10] Namedropped in Grumpy Old Men, this pitcher was born with the given name James although he was mostly known by an aquatic nickname.  He became the highest paid pitcher of all-time when he left the Athletics and signed with the Yankees in 1975. He died from ALS in 1999.
ANSWER:  (James “Catfish”) Hunter
 [10] Former Sacramento King Brian Grant announced in May 2009 that he had been diagnosed with an early onset of what disorder, notably suffered by Muhammad Ali and Michael J. Fox?
ANSWER:  Parkinson’s Disease
 [10] The 2004 film The Notebook starred Ryan Gosling and Rachel McAdams and centers around how a husband copes with his wife’s condition, as she suffers from this disorder.
ANSWER:  Alzheimer’s Disease
17) A Jim Carrey movie features his character talking to Mama and Vol Kowakski, who have made one of these. ANSWER: Chasing Amy
[15]Affleck and Damon co-star as Bartleby and Loki in this 1999 Kevin Smith film that drew a lot of flak from Catholic groups.
ANSWER: Dogma
