TRASHMASTERS ROUND 11 BY DELANO BARNES AND THE EDITING TEAM
1. It’s the first American product to be produced and sold in the Soviet Union, yet it wasn’t available in Israel until 1991.  In the 1940’s, future Secretary of Commerce Ron Brown appeared in an ad campaign that specifically targeted black Americans, which led to backlash from the Ku Klux Klan.  There are three different rollercoasters named after it in Coney Island, Blackpool, and the Mall of America.  Joan Crawford was one of their executives and directors until 1973.   The Mont Blanc version tastes like a chestnut dessert, Summer Mix was tropical fruit-flavored,  AM was made for mornings, Christmas flavor has cinnamon and cocoa, and Cease Fire is specifically designed to cool the burn of spicy Doritos.  David Bowie and Madonna were both dropped as spokespersons for it, while CM Punk unofficially advertises it with a very large tattoo.  FTP, name this beverage company responsible for lighting Michael Jackson’s hair on fire in a commercial.

ANSWER: Pepsi
2. Memorable scenes in this film include the main character losing his mind while working on an assembly line, being high on cocaine while knocking out some convicts in the process of a jailbreak, and pantomiming a routine because he forgot the lyrics to a song he was supposed to sing.  The main character befriends a gamine who is trying to escape the police because she is stealing a loaf of bread and in the end escapes with the gamine because the police are trying to arrest her.  FTP, name this silent film which featured Paulette Goddard in the role of the gamine and Charlie Chaplin in the role of Little Tramp.

ANSWER: Modern Times
3. He was first discovered in the 1950’s performing at Harlem’s Club Bay Grand.  This led to appearances on The Ed Sullivan Show, The Tonight Show (hosted by Jack Parr and Johnny Carson) and The Dean Martin Show.  He was Officer Anderson on Car 54, Where Are You”, making him one of the first African-Americans with a co-starring role in a sitcom.  He had movie roles as the Tin Man in The Wiz and Principal Edwards in Wildcats but he is best known for performing rhymes on game shows such as The Match Game and To Tell The Truth and also in a late career move on Late Night With Conan O’Brien.  FTP, name this comedian often called the poet laureate of comedy.

ANSWER: Julius “Nipsey” Russell
4. This event was originally to be held in Arizona but the location was changed due to the state rescinding the Martin Luther King holiday.  Garth Brooks almost did not sing “The Star Spangled Banner” because NBC almost did not show the music video to his song “We Shall Be Free”.    A Michael Jackson performance during this event was highlighted by a choir of 3,500 children accompanying him on “Heal The World”.  The game’s most notable play came when Don Beebe knocked the ball out of the hands of a showboating Leon Lett during a fumble return for a touchdown.  FTP, name this event, held on January 31, 1993, in Pasadena, California. 

ANSWER: Super Bowl XXVII (27)
5. In this television series, Carolyn McCormick and J.K. Simmons had an appearance as Elizabeth Olivet and Emil Skoda, respectively.  Jesse L. Martin had an appearance as a gun dealer and Ice-T had an appearance as an archenemy to one of the main characters.  With the exception of the last season, a popular musician would appear at a local club and perform a set.  For most of this series run, the show centered on detectives J.C. Williams and Eddie Velez and their struggles balancing their jobs as well as their private lives.  FTP, name this Dick Wolf-produced FOX network drama starring Malik Yoba and Michael DeLorenzo as Williams and Velez, respectively.

ANSWER: “New York Undercover”
6. He started the company Borderline Investigations alongside Frank Drake.   He was raised in an English brothel after being orphaned, and was taught jazz by Jamal Afari.  He recently joined MI: 13, assisted the X-Club during the Curse of the Mutants storyline, and once helped Dr. Strange cast the Montesi Formula. He would eventually have to kill his mentor and join the Nightstalkers, but his volatile nature would eventually cause him to go solo from Hannibal King.  He finally avenged his mother by killing Deacon Frost.   FTP, name this “daywalker”, played by Wesley Snipes. 

ANSWER: Blade (Eric Brooks)

7. Warning: year and team required.  Members of this team included sophomore forward Mike Brkovich and junior guard Terry Donnelly who were known for their outside shooting, sophomore forward Jay Vincent who would go on to have a decent nine year NBA career, and senior center Greg Kelser, who was this team’s leading scorer and rebounder.  However, this team became known for a game that featured two future Hall-of-Famers going head-to-head. FTP, name this Jud Heathcote-coached team that won the NCAA national championship whose star was guard Earvin ”Magic” Johnson.  

ANSWER: 1978-79 Michigan State University Spartans

8. The Berlin venue with this name hosted the 2009 MTV Europe Music Awards and the 2009 Euroleague Final Four.  The Dublin venue with this name hosted a private audience U2 concert as well as UFC 93.  The Prague venue with this name hosted games from the 2004 Men’s World Ice Hockey Championship as well as the 2008-09 season opener for the New York Rangers and the Tampa Bay Lightning.  FTP, they all share their name with what London entertainment district whose centerpiece arena was to host a series of Michael Jackson concerts in 2009? 

ANSWER: The O2
9. One of the obscure things about this actor is that he has published a book of photography as well as six books of original poetry.  The lesser known nature of his poetry is similar to his recent movie career, as many of his more recent movies have been released straight to video or television.  The tone of his poetry also matches the tough guy demeanor of his movie roles in films such as Thelma & Louise, Mulholland Falls, and Sin City.  FTP, name this actor who portrayed a gangster in the video to Michael Jackson’s “You Rock My World”, but is better known for playing Sonny Black in Donnie Brasco and Mr. Blonde in Resevoir Dogs.

ANSWER: Michael Madsen
10. She got her start as a backup singer for Stevie Wonder.  After leaving Wonder, she teamed up with Earth, Wind & Fire producers Charles Stepney and Maurice White and began recording songs for what would become her debut album.  That album biggest single was the song "Free”, which would be her biggest single until the 1982 hit “It’s Gonna Take A Miracle” and the 1984 hit “Let’s Hear It For The Boy”.  FTP, name this Gary, Indiana-born singer who is also known along with Johnny Mathis for singing the theme to Family Ties.

ANSWER: Deneice Williams
11. He has recently made some controversial remarks – one about the misrepresentation of Barack Obama’s name and another about Asian-American babes at the Asian-American Journalists Association.  However he is no stranger to controversy.  He interviewed convicted au pair Louise Woodward after her return to England and his interview with Princess Diana told of her struggles with the British royal family.  Now with 20/20 and Nightline, FTP, name this journalist, who is best known for his 2003 documentary Living With Michael Jackson.

ANSWER: Martin Bashir
12. One of the more interesting stories involving this man is that his bitch, a great dane named Socks, was taken away from him on suspicion  of her not getting enough food.  He once reported to work in a bathrobe and also applied for a job at Circuit City in order to get the employee discount.   A first round draft pick by the Chicago Bulls, he was been named NBA Defensive Player of the Year in 2004 and to the All-Defensive First Team in 2004 and 2006.  FTP, name this Queensbridge native who chose his current number with the Los Angeles Lakers because of the number of consecutive weeks that Thriller was number one on the charts.

ANSWER: Ron Artest
13. Roots actor Ben Vereen won a Tony for his performance and Beverly Hillbillies actress Irene Ryan and recently deceased actress Jill Clayburgh were nominated for their performances in this musical.  Directed by Bob Fosse, it bases its characters off of actual people from the Middle Ages, but the plot deals more with modern issues and is not really concerned with historical accuracy.  FTP, name this musical that featured Vereen as Leading Player, Ryan as Berthe, Clayburgh as Catherine, and John Rubenstein in the title role.
ANSWER: Pippin

14. (Warning: Year and team required) This team's first off-season signing of the year was relief pitcher Tom Edens, and two weeks later, they signed Mike Pagliarulo, who platooned at third base with Scott Leius [LAY-us]. They finished atop the American League West by eight games, with a 95-67 record. This came after an abysmal season that saw them finish 29 games out of first place behind the Oakland Athletics. Their pitching staff included Scott Erickson, who led the American League with 20 wins, and Kevin Tapani, who led the team with a 2.99 earned run average. The closer was Rick Aguilera, who saved 42 games, plus the first two games of this year's World Series, which the team won, 4 games to 3. The 7th game of that series featured a ten-inning shutout performance by the World Series MVP, Jack Morris, who had led the team in regular season strikeouts with 163. Most of the team's offensive punch was provied by free agent acquisition Chili Davis and Kirby Puckett, while creative defense during Game 2 by Kent Hrbek helped their cause. FTP, name this team, managed at the time by Tom Kelly, who became the first Major League Baseball team to finish last in their division one year, then win the World Series the next year, bringing home their second title in four years.

ANSWER: 1991 MINNESOTA TWINS


15. Right Said Fred created the song Wonderman to promote this game in Europe.  One level contains a puzzle known to fans as the Barrel of Doom, because you had to use an entirely different control scheme to operate it.  The main character can now create an insta-shield while jumping, along with a fire shield and a magnetic shield.  Michael Jackson was involved with composing the music for this game but declined credit because he did not like how the music sounded on the video game system.  The game begins when a mad scientist in a space station crashes on a floating island whose only resident is a creature that guards a power source that keeps the island afloat.  The scientist tricks the creature into giving him this power source so that his space station can launch again.  FTP, name this game which features Knuckles the Echidna, mad scientist Dr. Robotnik, and the game’s protagonist, a certain speedy hedgehog.

ANSWER: Sonic The Hedgehog 3
16. Her first and third husbands were Owen Moore and Charles “Buddy” Rogers, respectively.  However her second marriage is the one she is most associated with.  One of the founding members of the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences, she earned two Oscars – the second was a lifetime achievement award and the first was in 1929 for Coquette, the first 'talkie' movie in which she appeared.  Born Gladys Louise Smith, name FTP this Canadian-born silent movie actress whose famous second husband was Douglas Fairbanks, Sr.

ANSWER: Mary Pickford
17. Currently a reggae artist, his acting career has included roles on The Tracy Morgan Show, Boston Public and Bones.  Born Dwight Meyers, this Jamaican-born rapper was the first act signed by Uptown records and would go on to release seven albums for them, five with his backup group The Boyz.  He had success doing collaborations with Al B. Sure! on “Somebody For Me”, Levert on “Just Coolin’”, and Michael Jackson on “Jam”.   In 2005, he returned to a small amount of relevance when his song “Now That We Found Love” was included on the soundtrack to the movie “Hitch”.  FTP, name this formerly portly rapper.

ANSWER: Heavy D
18. Featuring former members of Roxy Music and and Soft Boys, they started on Deptford Fun City Records. Their first EP, "Packet of Three," was re-released when they joined A&M Records in 1978. UK success continued with songs such as "Up the Junction," and the 1980 album Argybargy. However, their North American breakthrough came with the release of their third studio album, East Side Story, which featured their biggest American hit. They broke up in 1982, however, after the release of Sweets from a Stranger, only to reunite for a charity concert in 1985. Following the release of 1991's Play, they enlisted the services of vocalist Aimee Mann in 1994, and remained together until 1999, when they broke up again, until in 2007, the two members who were the backbone of the group, decided to do some shows in conjunction with the release of a "best-of" compilation. FTP, name this band headed up by Glenn Dilbrook and Chris Tifford, best known for their songs "Cool and Cats" and "Tempted."

ANSWER: SQUEEZE


19. One venture by this company has a name taken from a Sanskrit word meaning "magical container".  Another venture is an R&D center called the Centre for Research and Innovation of Performance at its headquarters.  One of this company's ventures included a soundtrack album that won a Grammy for Best Surround Sound album that featured production by Giles and George Martin.  While tripping on mushrooms, characters portrayed by Seth Rogen and Paul Rudd in Knocked Up abruptly left another one of this company's ventures called Mystere.  FTP, name this Canadian company that employs many acrobats, fire breathers, and clowns in ventures such as Algeria, Saltimbanco, Kooza, and The Beatles' Love.

ANSWER: Cirque du Soleil
20. This movie tells the story of a man that works at a television repair shop and  lives at home with his mother and his brother who has recently been released from prison.   Through a series of flashbacks, it is shown that he accidentally shot and killed his alcoholic father in order to protect his mother, an event that keeps him tied to his family.  He meets a girl, they fall in love, and they plan to move away but his brother threatens to shoot the girl because he is scared that the brother will leave.  FTP, name this movie starring Bokeem Woodbine as the brother and Allen Payne and Jada Pinkett Smith as the titular lovers.

ANSWER: Jason’s Lyric
21. The video for this song was directed by former 10cc members Kevin Godley and Lol Creme.  The song’s performer asked the duo not to “have any black people on it – just make it as white as any video they might show by Led Zeppelin or anybody”, a request made due to MTV’s reluctance to play videos by black artists.  The only black person to appear in the video was the song’s performer on a television that wound up getting smashed.  The video, which featured robot sculptures, won two MTV Video Music Awards and was nominated for another three.  FTP, name this song, one of the biggest songs for performer Herbie Hancock.

ANSWER: “Rockit”

1. Given information about an album released by a sibling of Michael Jackson, name the sibling, FTPE.
Released by Janet over four years after Janet., singles from this album included “Got ‘Til It’s Gone” which contains a sample of “Big Yellow Taxi”, “I Get Lonely” which had a remix featuring BLACKstreet, and the dance song “Together Again” which was a tribute to friend who died from AIDS.
ANSWER: The Velvet Rope
 Released in 1980 by Jermaine, this album contained the single “Burnin’ Hot” which charted in Europe, and the Stevie Wonder-penned title track which hit number one on the R&B charts.
ANSWER: Let’s Get Serious
Released in 1984 by Rebbie, this album contained the singles “I Feel For You”, a Prince-penned song which would later become a hit for Chaka Khan, and the Michael Jackson-penned title track which has nothing to do with an Atari game about an arthropod.
ANSWER: Centipede
2. Answer the following about MMA fighters that fought at UFC 84, FTPE.
This fighter, who once said that he was going to try to kill Georges St. Pierre in the ring, defeated Sean Sherk for the lightweight championship.  This fighter, who received his Brazilian jiu-jitsu black belt in three years, recently defeated Matt Hughes in UFC 123.
ANSWER: Jay Dee “B.J.” Penn
 He might be better known for his relationship with Jenna Jameson, but at UFC 84 he lost Lyoto Machida via a unanimous judges’ decision.
ANSWER: Jacob Christopher “Tito” Ortiz
This Brazilian defeated fellow countryman Antonio Mendes by submission via punches.  This was the last victory in a thirteen win streak to open his MMA career.  He would lose to the previously mentioned Lyoto Machida at UFC 89.
ANSWER: Thiago Anderson Ramos da Silva
3. Given a description of an Eddie Murphy movie role, name the movie, FTPE.
Chandler Jarrell is a social worker who is trying to find Cheryll Mosley, a girl who was later found to be killed for her blood.  Priestess Kee Nang seeks out Jarrell and tells him that his destiny is to save the titular young boy from the demon Sardo.  A trip to Tibet and action and hilarity (I guess) ensue.
ANSWER: Golden Child
Marcus Graham is a womanizing advertising executive at the company Chantress.  He sleeps with Lady Eloise, the elderly woman whose company is acquiring Chantress, Jacqueline, his new boss, and Angela, a woman who works in the Chantress art department.
ANSWER: Boomerang
Charlie Hinton is a laid off ad executive who along good friend Phil starts the titular business because they are in need of money.  This business is in competition with The Academy, an academic pre-school.
ANSWER: Daddy Day Care
4. Answer the following about footwear associated with Michael Jackson, FTPE.
You can step into MJ’s shoes with this recent Wii release that allows you to dance like Mike.
ANSWER: Michael Jackson: The Experience
US Patent 5255452 was created in order to allow Jackson and his backup dancers to perform the anti-gravity lean shown in this music video.
ANSWER: “Smooth Criminal”
Founded in 1979 in order to market and rent roller skates in Venice Beach, this shoe company had its biggest success from the mid-eighties to the early nineties.  Celebrity endorsers included Joe Montana, Wayne Gretzky, Paula Abdul, and Michael Jackson.
ANSWER: LA Gear
5. Answer the following about people that appeared in Men In Black II, FTPE.
Probably as a play on his role on A&E’s Biography, this man played the narrator of a science fiction show called Mysteries in History.
ANSWER: Peter Graves  

Lara Flynn Boyle played this multi-tentacled antagonist model that eats people.  Wait...that’s total science fiction.  Lara Flynn Boyle, eating?
ANSWER: Serleena
This rapper played the role of a beatboxing alien posing as a postal worker to keep tabs on Agent K.
ANSWER: Biz Markie
6. Answer the following questions about former Pepsi products, FTPE.
Introduced in 1964 as Pepsi’s answer to 7 Up and Sprite, it was sold in the United States until 1984, when it was replaced by lemon-lime Slice.  It is still available in South Africa and parts of South America.
ANSWER: Teem
Introduced in 1993 as Pepsi’s answer to Gatorade and Powerade, it was made by Pepsi until their 2001 acquisition of Quaker Oats, the makers of Gatorade.  It is currently distributed by the Dr. Pepper Snapple Group.
ANSWER: All Sport
Introduced in 1995, it was marketed as a “high energy drink” with caffeine and guarana.  This odd tasting drink was discontinued in 1999.
ANSWER: Josta
7. Answer the following about acts other than Michael Jackson that performed at this 25th anniversary concert, FTSNOP.
Given only 30 seconds of airtime during this special this Queen of Motown sang part of “My Guy” along with The Vandellas.
ANSWER: Mary Wells
FFPE name the two actors who appeared on this special reprising their WKRP in Cincinnati DJ roles.
ANSWER: Howard Hesseman and Tim Reid
This artist lived at Graceland and billed as “the only motown/country artist” this artist’s big hits include “I Loved ‘Em Every One” and “Last Cheaters Waltz.”

ANSWER: T.G. Sheppard
8. Answer the following about the movie Captain EO, FTPE.
She appeared in the movie as The Supreme Leader.  She had just won an Oscar for her performance in Prizzi’s Honor and then decided it was a good idea to appear in Captain EO.
ANSWER: Anjelica Huston
This song, which would later appear on the Bad album, was the closing song as Captain EO and his crew fly off into space.  It talks about how “the planets are lining up” and “bringing brighter days”.
ANSWER: “Another Part of Me”
In 1994, Captain EO was replaced in Disney theme parks by this movie based on a Rick Moranis movie.  It was later replaced in 2010 by Captain EO.
ANSWER: Honey, I Shrunk The Audience!
9. Name the following former Birmingham Barons not named Michael Jordan, FTPE.
He went 8-4 with a 2.28 ERA during his time with the Barons.  His 148 wins for the Chicago White Sox include a no-hitter against the Texas Rangers in 2007 and a perfect game against the Tampa Bay Rays in 2009.
ANSWER: Mark Alan Buehrle
He managed Michael Jordan during his time with the Barons.  He has since gone on to win two World Series as the manager of the Boston Red Sox.
ANSWER: Terry Jon Francona
A two-time All-Star and six-time Gold Glove winner at third base for the Chicago White Sox, he is best known for getting his ass kicked by Nolan Ryan when he charged the mound after getting plunked in the ribs by Ryan.
ANSWER: Robin Mark Ventura
10. Answer the following questions about people that appeared on the TV series Webster, ten points each.
During season five, he joined the cast as Nicky.  This actor would go on to greater success as the title character on the television series Parker Lewis Can’t Lose.
ANSWER: Corin Nemec
Nicky was the nephew of George Papadapolis, played by this former wrestler and hulking beast of a defensive tackle from the Detroit Lions.
ANSWER Alex Karras
The series finale had the cast going on a completely ridiculous space adventure with this Enterprise crewman.
ANSWER: Worf

Aquil Davidson contributed a verse to “She Drives Me Wild”, a single from this Michael Jackson album that included “Remember The Time” and “Heal The World”.
ANSWER: Dangerous
12. Answer the following questions about actors that appeared on the television drama The Streets of San Francisco, ten points each.
Starring as Lt. Mike Stone, this actor had previously won a Best Supporting Actor Oscar for A Streetcar Named Desire and had been nominated for a Best Supporting Actor Oscar for On The Waterfront.

After Michael Douglas left, he was replaced by this actor, most recently seen as Tom Zarek on Battlestar Galactica.
ANSWER: Richard Hatch
She had a guest starring role in the two episodes that signaled the end of Michael Douglas in the series.  This actress had previously won a Best Supporting Actress Oscar for The Miracle Worker.
ANSWER: Anne Marie “Patty” Duke
13. Given a Michael Jackson video, name the female who played his love interest, FTPE:
This supermodel was his love interest in the video for “In The Closet”.  Fortunately for Mike, she did not whip his ass while shooting the video.
ANSWER: Naomi Campbell
She was touring with Mike as a backup singer on the Bad World Tour as well as appearing in the video for “Dirty Diana”.
ANSWER: Sheryl Crow
The woman who was walking with Michael in “Thriller” was this woman.  She has had an unspectacular career but she is probably best known for being Playboy Playmate of the Month in June 1980.
ANSWER: Ola Ray
14. Answer the following questions about comedians that are sufferers of vitiligo, ten points each.
He got his big break hosting Talk Soup on E!.  Currently, this man can be seen co-hosting the ABC game show Wipeout. 
ANSWER: John Henson
A brown belt in jiu-jitsu and a black belt taekwondo, this comedian he can be currently seen doing color commentary for the UFC. 
ANSWER: Joe Rogan
This great Indian cinema star of Zanjeer also hosts the Indian version of Who Wants To Be A Millionaire, and a fictional version of him can be seen in Slumdog Millionaire.

15. Answer the following about video game appearances by Michael Jackson.

In this game, Ulala, representing the titular organization, saves Earth by out-dancing an alien race called the Moroliens and another group of baddies.  Jackson has a cameo as a hostage in this game but becomes head of the titular organization in the sequel.

She had a cameo in the film as Aunt June.  She also wrote the poetry for the film but is also known for her own works such as On The Pulse Of Morning.

ANSWER: Q-Tip

Dusenberry was part of the team that put together an advertising team for Reagan’s 1984 campaign.  One of the famous lines to come from this campaign was this famous five-word phrase. 
ANSWER:  “It’s Morning Again In America”
18. Answer the following questions about athletes named Michael Jackson, ten points each.
Michael Dwayne Jackson, a former favorite of Chris Berman and Tom Jackson, was catching touchdown passes from Brett Favre while they both attended this school.
ANSWER: University of Southern Mississippi
Michael Ray Jackson is a former relief pitcher who had his best year in 1998 when he had 40 saves for this AL Central team.
ANSWER: Cleveland Indians (accept either)
Michael Derek Jackson was the last person chosen in the second round of the 1986 draft, one spot after this man, a shooting guard out of Iowa State who played for the Phoenix Suns, Philadelphia 76ers, and Utah Jazz, with his #14 jersey being retired by the Jazz.
ANSWER: Jeff Hornacek
