1. Edwin R. Scott claimed to have created one of these that could also bring down an airplane and Harry Grindell-Matthews attempted to sell one of these but failed to display a working model. On an episode of Dark Matters: Twisted But True, the idea that the Tunguska Event was caused by one of these invented by (*) Nikola Tesla was explored. Tesla alleged he had created that invention, called the teleforce, in the 1930’s, and stood by those claims until his death. In the novel No Other Man, the German scientist Mardok creates one of these which almost leads to the end of mankind, and Flash Gordon also wields one of these. For 10 points, name this hypothetical weapon which fires particle beams or other high energy beams to kill the target.

ANSWER: Death Ray [accept Ray Gun or equivalents; accept equivalents of Death Beam until “beams” is read]

2. In some of Hillary Clinton's primary victory speeches, an African-American man wearing these objects can be seen in the background crowd. One character who constantly wears these objects is the ruler of a land that is only populated by a tire leaning against a cinder block. That creator of the dragon (*) Trogdor in some namesake emails, Strong Bad, is inexplicably still able to type while wearing these objects. Sometimes kangaroos, such as Tekken's Roger Jr., are depicted wearing these objects, as occasionally are nuns in puppet form.  Worn by video game characters such as Piston Honda, Bald Bull and Little Mac, for 10 points, identify this type of protection which athletes like Manny Pacquiao also wear when they get in the ring.

ANSWER: Boxing Gloves

3. This character is reprimanded for wearing a Chicago Bears jersey to a different team’s home game. This character must complete one pull-up in order to pass gym class, but fails miserably until Casey starts hitting on his girlfriend. This character is the only one that streaks when (*) President Ford comes to town, and has been employed by the Holiday Hotel and Fatso Burger. This character is obsessed with sci-fi and frequently has visions in which he compares himself to Luke Skywalker. This character has never fallen off the water tower, but had to wear the stupid helmet after he decided to propose to his girlfriend. For 10 points, name this character, whose friends include Jackie, Hyde, Fez, Kelso, and girlfriend Donna, the main character of That '70s Show.

ANSWER: Eric Foreman [accept either]

4. Jared Kleinstein is credited with the coining of this action’s name, and this action’s official website contains a special section for toddlers performing this. Stephen Tulloch drew criticism for performing this action in a game last season, and four high school students in Long Island were (*) suspended for doing this last September. In his first-round series against the Hawks, Paul Pierce spontaneously did this after making a late free throw. Pittsburgh mayor Luke Ravenstahl was required to perform this action after his hometown Steelers lost to the Broncos in the 2011 NFL playoffs. For 10 points, name this action of performing a meditative kneeling pose, named after a certain New York Jets quarterback.

ANSWER: mocking Tebowing [accept word forms; prompt mock praying]

5. One song by this band was hated so much by the lead singer that he allegedly buried the tape in the garden. Their first Grammy was won for the title track of their second album, which includes the B-Side “Landlord” and the single “The Bed's Too Big Without You.” A song that includes the lyric “Some say, tomorrow's another day to stay” claims that "Giant steps are what you take" when you commit the titular action. Another song sees the singer "too full to swallow [his] pride", (*) "Can't Stand Losing You". Another song about a man who began to "shake and cough" at a rainy bus stop focuses on a girl's infatuation with that teacher, and their song about a prostitute claims that "[She] don't have to put on the red light". For 10 points, name this British band that recorded "Don't Stand So Close to Me" and "Roxanne".

ANSWER: The Police

6. This field was home to its city’s Federal League team, the Whales, and named Weegham Park. This ballpark was the location of the so-called “Homer in the Gloamin’,” a walk-off home run by Gabby Hartnett that resulted in its home team winning the Pennant over the Pirates. Glenallen Hill hit the longest ever home run at this ballpark, landing on a (*) rooftop across the street. It’s not Yankee Stadium, but this ballpark was the site of Babe Ruth’s “called shot” in the 1932 World Series. This field traditionally flies a white flag after each game its team wins, and its current owner, Tom Ricketts, pays to maintain its ivy-covered outfield walls. Located at 1060 West Addison Street, this is, for 10 points, what home of the Chicago Cubs?

ANSWER: Wrigley Field [prompt on Wrigley]

7. Just before this band released their first album, they dropped the name Sweet Children. This band's original drummer, John Kiffmeyer, left the band permanently to attend college. In one song by this band, the singer laments that the titular girl is “all alone again wiping the tears from her eyes”, while another discusses a “king of the forty thieves” who represents “the needle in the vein of the establishment”, St. (*) Jimmy. One recording by this band claims “it's not anti-American, it's anti-law”, encouraging everyone to "Hear the sound of the falling rain coming down like an Armageddon flame." In another song, the singer walks a lonely road, the only one that he has ever known. For 10 points, name this band fronted by Billie Joe Armstrong with albums Dookie and American Idiot.

ANSWER: Green Day

8. At one point in this character’s story arc, a false leg traps him in mud, which leads him to spend over eleven million years walking in a circle “just to make a point”. A failed prototype of Sirius Cybernetics Corporations GPP, this character famously lamented that he had a “brain the size of a  (*) planet” which he was seldom asked to use except for menial tasks and to write the lullaby “How I Hate the Night”. In the first book of the series he appears in, this character saves his friends Trillian, Zaphod, and Ford Prefect when his interaction with a police spaceship causes it to commit suicide. First encountered by Arthur Dent aboard the Heart of Gold spaceship, this is, for 10 points, what depressed robot from the Hitchhiker's Guide to the Galaxy series?

ANSWER: Marvin the Paranoid Android

9. The soundtrack for one videogame in this series includes the Finger Eleven songs, “Other Light” and “Good Times,” as well as Seether’s contribution, “Fine Again”. Some unlockable characters in this series include Mimi, Frosty, Crystal, Titanium, and Bones. Some of the vehicles that one can attain in one game from this series include a rocket ship, a penguin, and an (*) NES controller. Some stages in this series include Revolution Cliff, Midnight City, and the final stage, No Way Out. Playable characters in this series include Tara, Akari, Kemen, and Rob Haywood. For 10 points, name this Nintendo series including titles such as Avalanche and Snowboarding.

ANSWER: 1080 Snowboarding [accept 1080 Avalanche]

10. One song with this color in its title mentions that the singer is “too young to be singin’ the blues” and also speaks of “mongrels who ain’t got a penny / sniffing for tidbits like you on the ground”. Another song that includes this color in its title notes that a girl “was afraid to come out of the locker / she was as nervous as she could be” and that she later “sat bundled up on the shore”. In addition to those songs by (*) Elton John and Bryan Hyland, another song with this color in the title laments that someone “paved paradise and put up a parking lot” and one more entreats the listener to “look at the stars / look how they shine for you”. This color "diamonds in the light" are mentioned in a Rihanna song and another artist who sung about this color is the Scotsman Donovan. For 10 points, identify this color mentioned by The Beatles in a song about a submarine.

ANSWER: Yellow 

11. This city's WHL team, captained by Patrick Marleau in 1997, is called the Thunderbirds. This city's MLS team defeated the New York Red Bulls in their inaugural match, and in 2011 their goalie, Kasey Keller, won “Goalkeeper of the Year" honors. A basketball team here had a mascot named Squatch, and won the 1979 NBA title. That team traded their career points-per-game leader to the Celtics in exchange for Delonte West, Wally Szczerbiak, and the fifth overall pick in the 2007 NBA draft, (*) Jeff Green. Current players for this city include Golden Tate and Felix Hernandez. For 10 points, name this city home to the Sounders, the defunct Supersonics, the Mariners, and the Seahawks.

ANSWER: Seattle
12. The original host of this was a villain-turned-producer whose body consisted solely of lava. That host was replaced by another who received an upgrade after The Intruder, a total immersion event that that began when its most popular show began a new season. That event introduced an  (*) A.I. who assisted the host on his ship, Absolution. Shows that appeared on its “midnight run” were Voltron and G Gundam. Special events that occurred on this included “Giant Robot Week” and “A Month of Miyazaki”. This was dissolved in 2008 but is set to return as a part of Adult Swim on May 26. Hosted by the robot TOM, it played shows such as Yu Yu Hakusho, Naruto, and Dragon Ball Z. For 10 points, name this programming block that showed most of the action and anime on Cartoon Network.
ANSWER: Toonami

13. A Halloween promotion in this game included achievements like “Count Blitzula” and “Eye of Bat”, which involved players waking hidden bats. One version of this game adds “Bandito” mode, which includes four acts including “Sky Castle”, “San Ricardo”, and “Cat Cantina”. That Puss-in-Boots movie tie-in preceded a console version of this game where players use their (*) bodies as controllers rather than a touchscreen. In the Facebook version of this game, players can use smoothies to increase their gameplay abilities and other powerups in this game include Freeze, Score x2, and Frenzy. Developed by Halfbrick, for 10 points, identify this game that sees players slicing strawberries, bananas, and kiwis, presumably to unlock their delicious juices.

ANSWER: Fruit Ninja

14. This actor appeared on an episode of Yo Gabba Gabba! where he teaches the kids how to do the puppet master dance. Early roles for this actor include starring as the titular character in North and Leo Biederman in Deep Impact. This actor has also done various voice acting jobs playing the voice of (*) 9 in the titular animated movie and Mumble in the Happy Feet films. He plays a bespectacled cannibal named Kevin in a Frank Miller movie who is eventually fed to his own wolf  by Marv. He stars as Jonathan Foer alongside Eugene Hütz in Everything is Illuminated, and in this actor’s most notable role, he travels to Mordor with fellow hobbits Merry, Pippen, and Sam. For 10 points, name this actor who plays Frodo Baggins in the Lord Of The Rings series.

ANSWER: Elijah Wood

15. While others are stacking bread, this rapper claims that he can “Stack a couple of dead bodies and make red seem like less of a color, and more like a hobby.” In one music video featuring this artist, he is a centaur with a black wig for the song “Rella.” This rapper performed on Late Night with Jimmy Fallon wearing a green (*) ski mask with a black upside down cross. He performed a song with Hodgy Beats called “Sandwiches.” Another music video with this artist sees him eat a bug then throw it up, and he explains that he’s a “f**king walking paradox, no [he’s] not.” That song appears on his album, Goblin. The founder of rap collective Odd Future, which includes artists like Earl Sweatshirt and Frank Ocean, for 10 points, name this rapper of the song “Yonkers.”

ANSWER: Tyler, the Creator [Accept Tyler Gregory Okonma; prompt on Tyler]

16. His early roles included one as Creedy in Reign of Fire and another alongside Angelina Jolie in Lara Croft Tomb Raider: The Cradle of Life, while a more recent role sees him voice Stoick the Vast in (*)  How to Train your Dragon. In another film, he must arrest his ex-wife as a member of the titular profession. Besides The Bounty Hunter, this man appears in a movie where he kills his cellmate with a steak bone and murder those outside of prison while in prison. His most famous roles see him sing “The Music of the Night” and scream the line “This is Sparta” before kicking a Persian emissary into a pit. For 10 points, name this actor who starred in Law Abiding Citizen and played the title Phantom of the Opera and Leonidas in 300.

ANSWER: Gerard Butler 

17. After dislocating his shoulder, one character on this show claimed he got mugged, but actually slipped in a creek while reaching for his fallen breakfast burrito. During a flu endemic, one character is especially worried about catching the flu, claiming his body is like a microchip, while another character bought shares in the (*) Snakehole lounge where he debuted creations such as Snake Juice and the cologne Tommy Fresh. Controversy arises when the main character tries to marry two gay penguins to each other. That character launched her career when she booked Lil’ Sebastian for the Harvest Festival. April Ludgate, and Ron Swanson are employees in, for 10 points, what NBC comedy starring Rashida Jones as Anne Perkins and Amy Poehler as Leslie Knope, who work for the titular government department in Pawnee, Indiana.  

Answer: Parks and Recreation

18. This player bought his entire team WWE Heavyweight Championship belts after they captured the Larry O’Brien Trophy, and this man garnered the longest ever suspension that was not for violence or drugs for threatening referee Tim Donaghy after accruing one of his famous (*) technical fouls. He started Game 7 of the 2010 Finals for the Celtics as the last game of his career, and this 4-time All-Star made 14 consecutive playoff appearances playing alongside players such as Scottie Pippen and Tayshaun Prince. For 10 points, name this career technical fouls record holder, a power forward who played the majority of his career for the Portland Trail Blazers and Detroit Pistons, not to be confused with Pistons teammate Ben.

ANSWER: Rasheed Wallace

19. This man starred as the titular character in a film adaptation of a novel by Edith Wharton, Ethan Frome. This actor has also has had numerous voice-over roles, playing Fujimoto, Ponyo’s father in Ponyo, the protagonist’s father in Fallout 3, and (*) Aslan in the Chronicles of Narnia. Since Batman never kills, fans were outraged over the death of his character in Batman Begins, Ra’s Al Ghul. In the remake of the A-Team, he played the leader, Hannibal. In the trailer for a recent film, he charges forward to fight a wolf. In addition to playing Ottway in The Grey, his character is killed by Darth Maul to the chagrin of his pupil, Obi-Wan Kenobi, in Star Wars: The Phantom Menace. For 10 points, name this actor who played Qui-Gon Jinn and starred as Bryan Mills in Taken.

ANSWER: Liam Neeson

20. Eddie Izzard does a bit about evil versions of this animal, which do nefarious things such as eating too many leaves, and this animal has the shortest sleep cycle of any mammal, averaging just 1.9 hours per 24-hour period. In Beast Wars, the Transformer Longrack is portrayed as this type of animal and Jeff Minter of Llamasoft produced a trippy game called (*) Space “this”. A bit on Robot Chicken sees one of these animals explain the stages of loss while sinking in quicksand and on an episode of Family Guy, Peter steals one of these animals and rides it home after Mayor West sends all the police away. For 10 points, identify this delightful even-toed ungulate, which Toys R Us uses as a mascot; a creature with a majestic, spotted long neck.

ANSWER: Giraffes

THIS IS THE TIEBREAKER QUESTION. DO NOT READ THIS UNLESS THERE IS A TIE.

TB. This singer’s debut album included songs like “The Outside” and one which claims “as far as I’m concerned you’re just another” title object. She voiced Audrey in the movie The Lorax, and lamented “Drew looks at me, I fake a smile so he won't see.” in one song. This artist included the singles ”Eyes Open” and “Safe and Sound” on the soundtrack for (*) The Hunger Games. This artist of “Teardrops on My Guitar” and “Love Song” included “Back to December” and “Mean” on the album Speak Now while in another song this artist’s t-shirts and sneakers are contrasted with her rival’s short skirts and high heels. For 10 points, name this country singer known for such hits as “Our Song” and “You Belong with Me”.

ANSWER: Taylor Swift
