For 10 points, name this character, named TV’s greatest by TV Guide this year, portrayed on screen by Danny DeVito in Taxi.

4)  He missed one opportunity to pay tribute to Edgar Allan Poe, when he did not appear on a 1998 album of Poe readings called Closed on Account of Rabies.  However, he’s not turning down the opportunity to play Poe on the silver screen – he has signed on to be the executive producer and star of 2000's The Nightmare of Edgar Allan Poe.  For 10 points, identify this reclusive musician, whose film roles include a supporting role in The Wiz, the horrible Captain Eo for Disney, and the John Landis-directed video for his song, Thriller.


Answer: Michael Jackson





5)  He says his first big break was his first round knockout of Bruce Seldon in 1991, a bout which presumably ranks ahead of the 1993 Fan-Man incident, in which he lost both the IBF & WBA titles, or the infamous Andrew Golota fight, after which his entourage started a riot.  For 10 points, name this boxer, who, prior to Lennox Lewis’ 1999 victory over Evander Holyfield, was the last man to hold the unified heavyweight title.


Answer: Riddick Bowe





6) When the Pawn Hits the Conflicts He Thinks Like a King What He Knows Throws the Blows When He Goes to the Fight and He’ll Win the Whole Thing ‘Fore He Enters the Ring There’s No Body to Batter When Your Mind Is Your Might So When You Go Solo, You Hold Your Own Hand and Remember That Depth Is the Greatest of Heights and If You Fall It Won’t Matter, Cuz You’ll Know That You’re Right.  For 10 points, that is the wordy title to what artist’s second album, the follow-up to Tidal?


Answer: Fiona Apple





7)	She has branched out in her multi-media entertainment empire – she recorded a song “Shining Through” for an album called Reflections off the Ice.  That, of course, falls on the footsteps of her Family Halloween on Ice tour, which rumbled through the midwest this year.  For 10 points, name this public figure, who headlined the Grease on Ice tour this year, winner of the 1994 Olympic silver medal.


Answer: Nancy Kerrigan 


8) Charlie’s research strongly suggests the pinball game “Slamdunk!” doesn’t really exist and was just a mockup made for this movie.  And the pinball machine is itself a stand-in for the pool table from the real-life incident on which the movie was based.    When it was released in 1988 the top-billed star, Kelly McGillis, chose to reveal details of her own real-life rape, but her character is the prosecuting attorney, not the woman assaulted on said pinball machine in front of a cheering crowd.  FTP name this film which won Jodie Foster her first Best Actress Oscar.

9)  So much misinformation circulates on the Internet.  For example, Daniel Boone was also depicted on one of these, yet a widely circulated trivia list claims Betsy Ross is the only real person so honored.  The irony is that adult smokers were the market Austrian inventor Eduard Haas III had in mind for his peppermint-flavored concoctions; the fruit flavors weren’t introduced until 1952. FTP name this line of candy pellets designed to go with the famed fliptop dispensers.

10) In November of 1999, a 9-year-old girl from Florida hung herself in a closet by a shoelace noose, while re-enacting a scene from this movie.  Though set in 1662, the opening shot of the cathedral of Notre Dame clearly shows renovations to the spire Violet-le-Duc in the 18th century.  There are references to the war against the Dutch, which takes place 10 years after the movie is set.  In fact, the greatest anachronism might be that the title character wasn’t even arrested until 1669, making the movie at least 13 years too early.  For 10 points, name this 1998 Leonardo DiCaprio opus, with the tagline “For the honor of a king. And the destiny of a country.  All for one.”

11)  He has a list of charges against him that would almost qualify him to be a rock star.  51 counts of taking indecent pictures of children, 50 counts of possessing those pictures, one count of sodomy, 3 counts of sodomy on a girl under 16, and one count of indecent assault on a girl under 16.  It’s a shame his discography doesn’t qualify him as a rock star though.  For 10 points, identify this man, born Paul Gadd, the British musical genius who brought us “Rock and Roll Part 2".

12)  He had been a minor league pitcher before WWII, but his playing career never amounted to much, until he was hired as the first base coach for the Cleveland Indians by Bill Veeck.  When he was relieved of those duties, he wanted to return to pitching, but Joe DiMaggio convinced him to begin roving the minor leagues, and for 50 years, he never missed any of his over 4000 scheduled appearances, including a bit part as himself in Bull Durham.  For 10 points, name this man, who died in October of 1999, the Clown Prince of Baseball.

13)  Robert Mandan and Richard Mulligan were the patriarchs of its two families; other cast members included Diana Canova, Ted Wass, Jay Johnson, Robert Urich (for one season), Cathryn Damon and Katherine Helmond.  For 10 points, identify this show, set in Dunn’s River, Connecticut, which spawned Benson as a spin-off and which featured Billy Crystal as TV’s first openly gay character played for laughs.

14)  Of the top 50 video rentals for the week ending Nov. 7, 1999 (according to the IMDB), he is the star of the only one of those films released prior to 1998.  At the age of 6, he began training in music and dance, en route to an opera career.  However, a film-maker noticed him, and offered him a small part in a film, and the opera was history.  Since then, he’s appeared in over 77 films, doing his own stunts in all of them.  For 10 points, name this man, whose name at birth means “Born in Hong Kong”, and who starred opposite Chris Tucker in Rush Hour.

For 10 points, identify this worm, which sends pictures and sounds from Seinfeld, and is named for a character on that show born without an immune system.
