When metal pieces for the game were first produced, the set consisted of eight tokens.  Three of these, the purse, the lantern, and the rocking horse, were replaced in the early 1950’s.  FFPE+5FAC, identify the other five original Monopoly tokens, still included in games today.

Answer:
Flatiron, race car, thimble, shoe, top hat
 (Note: The second edition added the battleship and cannon from another Parker Brothers game, Conflict.  Scotty the dog, the wheelbarrow, and the horse and rider replaced the three older pieces during the 1950’s.)
