Current stars for this team include John Tavares and Dan Teat, and their starting goalie is Steve Dietrich. They won championships in their now-defunct league in 1992 and 1993 while playing their home games at the Aud, joined their sport’s new (*) league in 1998, and now call the HSBC Arena home.  For ten points, name this National Lacrosse League franchise located in Buffalo, New York.

Answer: Buffalo Bandits (prompt on “Buffalo” until mentioned)

2.
The title character is a former sociology professor at Brandeis University who gave all his students A’s in the early 1970s so that they wouldn’t lose their Vietnam draft deferments, had a living funeral (*) so he could hear his own eulogies, and is known for his aphorisms. The other main character is a one of the professor’s former students, a sportswriter for the Detroit Free Press, who, when he finds out the professor is dying of ALS, begins visiting the professor on the same day each week. For ten points, name this non-fiction work by Mitch Albom.

Answer: Tuesdays With Morrie (prompt on “Morrie” or “Morris Schwartz” until “The other main…”)

3.
The plot revolves around a young man's quest to become a pirate. After meeting three rowdy pirates in the SCUMM Bar, he learns of the initiation rite of The Three Trials. (*) After mastering the arts of theft, treasure hunting, and insult sword fighting, our hero visits Stan's Previously Owned Vessels, is captured by vegetarian cannibals, and meets Herman Toothrot. This describes, for ten points, what Lucas Arts adventure game, the first of 4 in which Guybrush Threepwood battles the ghost pirate LeChuck.

Answer: The Secret of Monkey Island  (prompt on: “Guybrush Threepwood” before “adventure”; do not accept “The Curse of Monkey Island” or any other variation)

4.
Known as the “City of Bridges” for its seven river crossings, its name comes from a Cree word for a type of local berry. Its first permanent settlement occurred in 1883, when Methodists from Toronto attempted to escape that city’s liquor trade by coming to it to set up a dry (*) community on the Prairies. Home to PotashCorp, the world’s largest potash producer, its daily newspaper is the Star-Phoenix, and it is where author Farley Mowat was raised.  For ten points, name this city, birthplace of McGill player Jonathan Klein’s mother and the largest in Saskatchewan.

Answer:  Saskatoon
5.
The title of the seventh track on R.E.M.’s album Green refers to it. It contains dioxin contaminants which have been blamed for (*) birth defects and carcinogenic properties, and in 1980, New Jersey created the first state commission to study its effects. It is a colourless liquid made from a roughly 1 to 1 mixture of 2,4-dichlorophenoxyacetic acid and 2,4,5-trichlorophenoxyacetic acid, both powerful herbicides. Dow Chemical and Monsanto were the two largest producers of, for ten points, what defoliant used by the United States during the Vietnam War?

Answer: Agent Orange  (prompt on “Orange Crush” during the power)

6.
After earning a bachelor of medicine in 1664, he became the personal physician of the first Earl of Shaftesbury, the founder of the Whig party, who influenced him. His first major work was (*) A Letter Concerning Toleration, written in defense of religious tolerance in Great Britain, and he followed that with An Essay Concerning Human Understanding and the Second Treatise on Civil Government.  For ten points, name this thinker, whose views influenced Thomas Jefferson and the Founding Fathers and opposed those of Thomas Hobbes, and who believed in “government with consent of the governed.” 

Answer: John Locke
7.
The first movie soundtrack on which a song by Pete Yorn appears, most of the songs on its soundtrack were written by Steely Dan and recorded by other artists. It also features cameos by hockey players Brendan Shanahan and Cam (*) Neely, the latter of whom had previously appeared as Sea Bass in another film by its directors. Starring Jim Carrey as both Hank Evans and Officer Charlie Baileygates and Renee Zellweger as its titular character, for ten points, name this movie, directed by the Farrelly brothers, that raised the ire of advocates for the mentally ill for its portrayal of someone with multiple personality disorder.

Answer: Me, Myself and Irene
8.
It repealed sections 40, 41, 42 and 44 of the Constitution Act, 1982 and mandated a yearly First Ministers conference to discuss, among other things, senate reform and governmental responsibilities as related to fisheries. (*) It gave provinces the power to nominate Supreme Court judges and senators, and mandated that a Supreme Court nominee must have been a member of a provincial bar for at least 10 years.  For ten points, name this agreement that died in June 1990 with Manitoba and Newfoundland refusing to ratify it, which recognized Quebec as a “distinct society.”

Answer: Meech Lake Accord (prompt on: “Constitution Amendment, 1987” or something similar)

9.
His widely used first name has only five letters, but his full first name consists of “Chukwu” preceding those letters. Born in Houston in 1982, he majored in finance and graduated with honours (*) and a 3.8 GPA from the University of Connecticut in 2004, although he is better known for leading the Huskies to the 2004 NCAA basketball title and being named the Final Four Most Outstanding Player.  For ten points, name this Charlotte Bobcat, the second overall pick in the 2004 NBA draft.

Answer: Chukwuemeka Okafor (accept “Emeka Okafor”)
10. Born in Covington, Tennessee in 1942, he was inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in 2002. His debut album was “presenting” him and (*) he followed that up with Hot Buttered Soul. In addition to music, he has appeared in several movies, including Robin Hood: Men in Tights and Dr. Dolittle, but he is perhaps best known for the score to a Richard Roundtree film.  For ten points, who is this soul man, voice of South Park's Chef, who recorded the album Black Moses and composed the theme from Shaft?

Answer: Isaac Hayes

11.
This politician was elected in the riding of York West in a 1999 by-election, and was re-elected in the general election of 2000, and shortly after that victory, she was (*) named chairperson of the Prime Minister’s “Caucus Task Force on Urban Issues”. She was re-elected in 2004 and given a cabinet position, but her luck changed after agreeing to assist Harjit Singh in exchange for pizza, and a Romanian stripper in exchange for campaign support.  For ten points, name Canada’s former immigration minister, the first member of Paul Martin’s cabinet to resign.

Answer: Judy Sgro (be leninent with pronunciation)

12.
It recounts the adventures of Ben Rumson, a Michigan farmer, and Sylvester “Pardner” Newel, a prospector, during the California gold rush. Their escapades include buying and sharing a wife, hijacking a stagecoach, and kidnapping six prostitutes. It was the debut film for director Joshua (*) Logan, and, like many westerns, it features plenty of drinking and gambling. It is notably different, however, in that it also features singing and dancing.  For ten points, name this musical western starring Lee Marvin and Clint Eastwood, whose rental by Homer Simpson sets off an episode-long musical montage.

In addition to his writing, this man is an expert on the ecology, evolution and life of the indigenous peoples of New Guinea. He has been a professor of physiology at UCLA (*) medical school since 1966, and some of his lesser known books include Why is Sex Fun? and The Third Chimpanzee. In his most recent book, entitled Collapse, he describes the decline of some of history’s great civilizations and examines lessons that modern societies can learn from them.  For ten points, name this 1998 Pulitzer Prize winner, author of Guns, Germs, and Steel.

This product is made by Wander AG and is highly recognizable in Switzerland, where, though clever marketing, it has been tied to skiing. It is currently available in three forms, with chocolate bars (*) and a breakfast cereal having recently been introduced, but its most enduring form is as a chocolate powder with added malt extracts that makes a sweet drink when mixed with milk.  For ten points, name this product of which children want “more, please!”

His secret identity is a member of the royal family of Eternia whose sidekicks include his pet tiger Cringer, daughter Teela, Orko, and (*) Man-at-Arms. When Prince Adam claims to have the power, he transforms Cringer into the fierce Battlecat and himself into this man, the better to fight the evil armies of Skeletor.  For ten points, by the power of Grayskull, name this hero who led the Masters of the Universe.

Answer: He-Man  (prompt on “Prince Adam” before mentioned)

In June 2003, Prime Minister Allen Kemakeza sought the assistance of Australia in reestablishing law and order in this nation. A British protectorate over it was established in the 1890s, it received self government in 1976, and full (*) independence followed two years later. The site of some of the bitterest battles of WWII, islands contained within it include the Santa Cruz Islands, San Cristobel and Guadalcanal.  For ten points, name this nation east of Papua New Guinea, whose capital is Honiara.

Answer: Solomon Islands 

17.
It hit number 11 on the billboard album charts in 1975, the year it was released, and one of its singles, a song that would be re-released with much fanfare in 1986, hit number 10. Its band’s third album, it features nine tracks. The first one is the title track, and the second one is entitled “Uncle Salty” and is co-written by bassist Tom Hamilton. (*) Better known songs include the sixth track, “Sweet Emotion”, and the fourth, “Walk This Way”.  For ten points, name this album by Aerosmith, whose title suggests a room used for storage.

As an undergraduate, he attended Harvard, where his mentor was Solomon Asch, whose theories inspired his most famous experiment. That experiment, which today bears his name, was designed to show the willingness of people to obey (*) an authority. It involved one participant, the “teacher”, administering a series of increasingly powerful shocks to another participant when the latter answered a question incorrectly.  For ten points, name this man who had his license suspended by the American Psychological Association in 1964 and whose experiment raised questions about the ethics of psychological testing.

Answer: Stanley Milgram (accept “Milgram Experiment” before “man who”)

He directed many Broadway plays, including Cat on a Hot Tin Roof, A Streetcar Named Desire and the opening run of Death of a Salesman. He received his first directing Oscar in 1947 for (*) Gentleman’s Agreement and was nominated four more times, once for his work in America, America. His honorary Oscar in 1999 was marred by controversy owing to his cooperation with the House Un-American Affairs Committee in the 1950’s.  For ten points, name this film legend who died in 2003, director of East of Eden and On the Waterfront.

They have made the playoffs only twice in their history, and have never won a World Series. A franchise of the same named played only one season in 1901 before moving to St. Louis, (*) and the team's current incarnation began in 1969 as the Seattle Pilots, but they moved to their present home after just one year on the west coast. Two players, Robin Yount and Paul Molitor, have entered the Baseball Hall of Fame as members of the team, which switched to the National League in 1998.  For ten points, name this team, owned by Bud Selig, which plays its home games in Miller Park.

He has a degree in Biology from UCLA, and his hobbies include cockroach racing and rollercoasters. Nicknamed “The Bug Man”, he had struggled with otosclerosis—degenerative (*) hearing loss—in early seasons of the show on which he is the protagonist, but had it corrected with surgery.  For ten points, name this man who supervises Katherine Willows, Sarah Sidle, Nick Stokes and Warrick Brown, the head of the Las Vegas crime lab on CBS’ CSI.

Its namesake committed suicide by hanging himself in Duino, Italy, in 1906. It can be used in the ideal gas law if n is taken to be the number of molecules in the gas, (*) rather than the number of moles. Its units are kilograms meters squared per seconds squared kelvin and its value is given by dividing the ideal gas constant by Avogadro’s number.  For ten points, name this physical constant, equal to 1.381 times 10 to the negative 23 joules per kelvin.

Answer: Boltzmann’s constant
