In 1827, an American scientist recognized the disorder as inheritable, but the gene responsible for it was not identified until 1993. In the Middle Ages, it was one of many "dancing disorders" (*) which were characterized by involuntary jerking and twitching, and part of its name comes from the Greek word for a group of dancers. Sufferers also lose their memories and eventually die. For ten points, name this disease which typically begins in midlife, passed on by an autosomal dominant gene.

Answer: Huntington’s Disease (or Chorea)

2. 
Lycurgus of Sparta was told to renew the Olympic games. Battus was instructed to found the city of Cyrene (*) in Libya. Croesus was encouraged, or warned, that he would destroy a great empire. Themistocles was advised to trust in his wooden walls. Laius was told his son would kill him. For ten points, all of these messages came from Apollo via what Pythian priestess?

Answer: Oracle of Delphi (accept synonyms for 'oracle', but respondent must say 'Delphi')

3.
He was selected by the Dallas Mavericks as the second pick of the 1994 NBA draft. An Oakland native, (*) his squeaky clean image was tarnished with a January 2001 arrest for domestic abuse. Shortly after this charge he was traded for Somaila Samake, Johnny Newman, and Stephon Marbury to the current team.  For ten points name this star point guard now playing with the Nets.  

Answer: Jason Kidd
4. 
Born in 1927 to Polish-German parents, this author served in World War II and was in American captivity from 1944-1946. In the 1960s, he became politically active, campaigning for (*) Willy Brandt and the Social Democrat party.  In 2002, he told the story of a Nazi refugee ship torpedoed by a Russian submarine in Crabwalk. For 10 points, name this 1999 Nobel Laureate and author of Local Anesthetic, The Call of the Toad, and The Tin Drum.

Answer: Günter Grass
5.
During the first day his daughter runs away, his wife is taken hostage, and he single-handedly foils the assassination (*) of a Senator running for president. On a subsequent day he infiltrates a terrorist cell run by a powerful drug lord only to lose his job because of his heroin addiction. For ten points, name this CTU agent on the hit show 24 played by Kiefer Sutherland.

Answer: Jack Bauer (either name is acceptable)

6.
Its “Demotivators” include “Meetings: None of Us is as Dumb as All of Us;” (*) “Idiocy: Never Underestimate the Power of Stupid People in Large Groups;” and “Procrastination: Hard Work Pays Off After Time, But Laziness Always Pays Off Now.” Abandon all hope and, for ten points, name this website hawking uninspirational posters and coffee mugs. 

Answer: Despair.com

7. 
Born just prior to the Declaration of Independence as a British colonial subject at birth, he would be the last non-natural born U.S. citizen to become President. (*) He enlisted in the army, and he quickly rose through the ranks to become the first military governor of the Indiana territory. Daniel Webster edited his Inaugural Address, but his speech was still the longest inaugural address by a president, at nearly two hours.  For ten points, name this last Whig President, and first President to die in office.

Answer: William Henry Harrison
8.
This song is one of the most popular requests at live concerts, a trend which started at the Fox Theater in Atlanta. Fully eleven minutes long, (*) it ends with seven minutes of guitar playing, but the Rossington Collins band performed their entire version of it instrumentally in memory of one of its writers, who died in a plane crash. When that writer's brother, Johnny Van Zant, re-formed his old group, Lynyrd Skynyrd began singing the lyrics to this Southern rock classic again, proclaiming, for ten points, that "you cannot chain" the title creature.

Answer: “Free Bird”

9. 
Reconstructions suggest he looked like Patrick Stewart, but the Nez Percé, Yakama, (*) Colville and Umatilla tribes, and Norse neo-pagans of the Asatru Folk Assembly all claimed him as an ancestor anyway. In 2004, the Ninth Circuit Court ruled against the Umatillas in their quest to rebury him, stating that under NAGPRA (the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act), they had to establish proof of kinship. For ten points, name this skeleton found in a riverbank in Washington State.

Answer: Kennewick Man
10.
Originally airing on December 5, 2001, this episode of South Park is one of two episodes dealing with the issue of stem cell research. In this episode, Cartman finds a truckload of (*) aborted fetuses, and attempts to sell them to companies doing stem cell research. The episode's title reveals little about its content, since it could have described nearly any earlier South Park, but although its namesake event was commonplace, in this episode, it had a more permanent effect, since the titular character did not return for the rest of the fifth season, and most of the sixth. For ten points, name this South Park episode where the McCormick kid expires.

Answer: “Kenny Dies”

11.
This seminal Civil Rights film is no longer available for educators and public viewing because no one can figure out how to clear the copyrights on all of its archival footage. Downhill Battle (*) tried to rectify this by distributing copies of the series by BitTorrent with the idea that people who cared about the civil rights fight would stage viewings at home on Feb 8, in honour of Black History month. They were shut down under legal threats, as was at least one of the showings. For ten points, name this documentary that promoted the “Eyes on the Screen” campaign.

Answer: Eyes on the Prize

Literally “devils on horseback” (*) their name comes from their predilection for riding horses or camels during their raids. Although they have been in existence since the 1980s, these Arabic nomads have only come into public view recently after being accused of ethnic cleansing. For ten points name these Sudanese militiamen said to be responsible for the ethnic cleansing in Darfur.

Answer: Janjaweed
13. 
Discovered in 1817 by Berzelius, this element is found in the minerals crooksite and clausthalite, (*) and is used in xerography for reproducing documents.  Name this element that was discovered at the same time as tellurium, is used to make ruby-coloured glasses and enamels, and for ten points, is named for the moon.

This band got its start in 1992, in the shops of Winston-Salem, NC. Their name comes from a song by Sonny Terry and Brownie McGhee. (*) Before signing with a major label, they spent time in Ireland, Boston, and Charleston. For ten points, name this band, which consists of members Ward Williams, Matt Bivins, Jonathan Gray, Jay Clifford, and Evan Bivins, and whose first major label release was the album Magazine.

15.
In France, this title designates a regional governor, or the Paris Chief of Police. In the Vatican, it is given to heads of certain departments of the Curia if those posts are held by cardinals. In Imperial Rome, Sejanus (*) and Macro both held this title as heads of the Praetorian Guard. In British public schools, they deal with minor disciplinary offences outside the classroom. For ten points, name this title that Hermione Granger and Ron Weasley hold at Hogwarts.

Answer: Prefect (accept Préfet with a French accent before 'Vatican')

16.
These herbivorous mammals make up the family Arvicolinae, and mostly inhabit the far North, where fluctuating food supplies often cause them to migrate. (*) The Psygnosis computer game series named after them has several sequels, including Paintball, Revolution, The Tribes and The Adventures of Lomax. The game characters were not really animals, but were named because of a common legend perpetuated by the Disney film White Wilderness. For ten points, name these rodents, or little green-haired guys, famous for jumping off cliffs.

Answer: Lemmings

17. In the movie The Crow, this young man comes back from the grave to avenge the murders of himself and his fiancé. (*) This character is played by Brandon Lee, son of martial arts legend Bruce Lee. Lee died while the film was being made, which is at least part of the reason the film has become a cult classic. For ten points, name the character whom Lee played in this movie, his final role, and whose name brings to mind not a crow, but a raven.

18. 
This 1712 poem is believed to have been inspired by an actual conflict between two families of prominent Roman Catholics, the Fermors and the Petres, and was meant to restore peace between them. Sylphs, (*) the guardian spirits of virginity, are one mock epic device the author uses to make light of the quarrel.  These sylphs are unable to protect Belinda, for ten points, in this Alexander Pope poem in which the Baron takes a bit of her hair. 

Answer: “The Rape of the Lock”

19.
In 1936 he was an 8-1 underdog, yet he knocked out his younger opponent in the 12th round, the only loss by knockout that his opponent would suffer until Rocky Marciano more than 15 years later. (*) However this boxer is best remembered for the 1938 rematch with this same opponent. As a result of losing this fight and his refusal to join the Nazi Party, Hitler drafted him into a paratroopers unit that was known for its dangerous missions.   For ten points name this heavyweight boxer, who died February 2, 2005, best known for his two epic bouts with Joe Louis.

20. 
The earliest kingdom by this name had its capital at Worms [“vurms”], until the Franks annexed it. When the Frankish empire broke up, it reappeared as three different kingdoms; (*) the most important became part of France. With an economy centered in Flanders and Brabant [“brah-bahn”], and capital at Dijon, this Duchy of France stretched its control all the way to the North Sea, only to lose everything at Nancy under Charles the Bold. For ten points, what is this region, also a namesake of a red wine?

Answer: Burgundy
21.
In the late Sixties and Seventies, this collector had personally amassed more than 15,000 works of art, which he called “a pool of moral health”. He sought to donate (*) it to his native France but he was spurned by all the French authorities, who possibly viewed the raw, self-taught art-work of psychotics and criminals with distaste. The US also refused his collection. In 1972, his pieces became the Collection de L’Art Brut in Lausanne, Switzerland. For ten points, name the man credited with popularizing Outsider Art.

22. On November 24, 1971 he hijacked Northwest Orient Airlines Flight 307. With $200,000 in cash strapped to his waist (*) he was said to have jumped from the Boeing 727 somewhere over Washington State. However, despite years of searching by the FBI, he has never been found. For ten points name this legendary hijacker, now believed to be the only hijacker to ever successfully parachute to safety.

Heinrich Neuhaus said that he was “the pupil for whom I have waited all my life. In my opinion, he is a genius." (*) It was his legendarily eccentric interpretations which won him the All-Union Contest of Performers in 1945 and the Stalin Prize in 1949. Prokofiev liked his playing so much that he chose him to premier his Seventh Piano Sonata, even though Prokofiev was initially planning to play the work himself. For ten points name this Odessan pianist who is not Emil Gilels.

24. This site was taken down in 2004, but you can still see its main attraction, Kirk Johnson, on a number of mirrors. Though the unusual domain suffix hints that it is hosted from (*) Christmas Island, in fact, its famous images, like hello.jpg, are served from the United States. Trolls on Slashdot spent lots of time posting deceptively named links to this site, since, for ten points, most people react with shock and horror to its trademark image of a man stretching his anus open.

Answer: http://goatse.cx (usually pronounced goat-see, sometimes goat-seh or goat-sex)
