Tossups 

1. In the 1920s, he developed the insecticide Zyklon B, which was later used in the gas chambers of Nazi concentration camps. This was a continuation of his previous work, which saw him personally release chlorine gas at Ypres in 1915.* As a result, his wife shot herself with his service weapon at a tribute dinner celebrating his accomplishment. He is, however, best known for the development of a process, along with Carl Bosch, to form ammonia from hydrogen and atmospheric nitrogen. FTP, name this German chemist, the namesake of that process. 
          ANSWER: Fritz Haber
2. It is often depicted with four stations: regnabo, or “I will reign”; regno, or “I reign”; regnavi, or “I reigned”; and sum sine regno, or “I am without dominion”.* It was commonly depicted in miniatures, manuscripts, and even within the Church. Its popularity as an image and an idea during the Middle Ages is in large part due to its appearance in Consolatio Philosophiae by the Roman Boethius. FTP, what is this object which is often accompanied in depictions by a woman, who is blinded and two-faced, like Janus, which has also lent its name to a popular game show hosted by Pat Sajak?
          ANSWER: Wheel of Fortune
3. Two likely dates have been suggested for its composition: 1189, the year Henry II died, and 1272, the year Henry III died, with the latter corresponding to the age of the two surviving manuscripts.* There have also been several proposed authors, including “Master Nicholas of Guildford” who is referred to in respectful tones in the poem and a Benedictine nun. FTP, name this poem about an unresolved debate, overheard by the narrator, between the two title birds. 

          ANSWER: The Owl and the Nightingale
4. To secure papal support, he publicly converted to Catholicism and he married a Polish noblewoman, Marina Mniszech. He swore allegiance to Sigismund III and with some Polish support marched into Russia, twice facing Russian forces before the death of Boris Gudonov* resulted in mass defections to his side and popular support for him. He was, however, unpopular, as he still had Polish forces in Moscow and his wife had not converted to Orthodoxy. On May 17th, conspirators led by Vasili Shuisky, stormed the Kremlin and he was killed, with his body later being shot out of a cannon toward Poland. FTP, name this tsar, the successor of Boris Gudonov, who claimed to be the deceased child of Ivan IV. 

          ANSWER: False Dmitri I
5. Thomas, a retired merchant and member of Parliament, advocates a philosophy dedicated to rational self-interest, and founds a school in Coketown which teaches his ideas.* His oldest children are educated in this style and grow to lead unfulfilling lives, as Tom becomes a hedonist, who robs a bank in Coketown and is forced to flee out of England, while Louisa marries a man much older than herself, Josiah Bounderby, and does not learn to feel sympathy and compassion for others until she is taught by the family of her lifelong friend, Sissy. FTP, name this 1854 novel by Charles Dickens. 

          ANSWER: Hard Times
6. Tumors are commonly found in this organ among patients with myasthenia gravis and the tumors often go undetected because there is ample room to grow.* When the tissue of this organ is eaten, it is usually called sweetbread and as a person ages, it decreases in size, with many of its cells being replaced by fat. When it is at the peak of its development, it is found partly in the thorax atop the pericardium and partly in the neck in front of the trachea. FTP, what is this ductless gland, a part of the immune system, which regulates the T cells which enter the bloodstream? 

          ANSWER: Thymus
7. There has been some controversy about the end, which may represent either the title character reneging on his vows or the actual resurrection of his wife.* Modern readers have wondered how the title character is able to inspire the devotion that others feel for him, especially in his wife, but also in the god Apollo and Herakles. FTP, what is this play by Euripides, which has been described as both a satyr play and a melodrama and which tells the story of a man famed for his xenia or hospitality?

          ANSWER: Alcestis
8. He attempted to gain immortality by crawling through the body of Hine-nui-te-Po while she slept, however a songbird awoke the goddess when he was crawling into her vagina, and he was crushed to death.* Earlier he had created North Island by pulling a large fish to the surface and he had caused the Sun to move slower through the sky at the request of his mother. He also created the Hawaiian Islands by fishing, this time by catching his hook on the ocean floor and pulling it to the surface. FTP, who is this Polynesian god, who shares his name with one of the islands he is said to have created?

          ANSWER: Maui or Maaui Tikitiki or Maui-Potiki
9. Throughout the late 1930s and early 1940s, they split their “home” games between Forbes Field, the home of the Pittsburgh Pirates, and Griffith Stadium, the home of the Washington Senators.* Formed in 1912, in 1929 they joined the American Negro League, which lasted for only one season. Their owner, Cumberland Posey, started the East-West League in 1932, but again, the league folded after one season. They finally found significant success beginning in 1935, when they joined the Negro National League, winning 10 league crowns, including 9 straight, and 3 Negro League World Series crowns, all against the Birmingham Black Barons. FTP, name this team, which disbanded in 1950. 

          ANSWER: Homestead Grays (accept either)
10. Dick Ebersol was the highest bidder for the right to know the story of this song and he was allowed to reveal that the letter E was somewhere in the subject’s name.* In an interview with Regis Philbin, the songwriter added that the letter R was also in the name, though her claim in 2005 that it was about Mark Felt was facetious. There have been many theories about its subject, including Mick Jagger, who sang backing vocals, Warren Beatty, and the songwriter’s former husband, James Taylor. FTP, what is this song, the most famous by Carly Simon?
          ANSWER: “You’re So Vain”
11. The Elizabethan magician, John Dee, is said to have made an English translation, but only fragments exist and the Latin translation made by the Danish natural philosopher and antiquarian, Ole Worm,* was brought to the attention of Pope Gregory IX, who banned it in 1232. Its most common name came from the translation made by the Greek scholar, Theodorus Philetas. FTP, name this work, fictionally ascribed to an insane Arab, Abdul Alhazred, which plays a prominent role in the Cthulhu mythos created by H.P. Lovecraft and in The Evil Dead trilogy.
          ANSWER: Necronomicon or Al Azif
12. It was introduced by the Williamson Company of Chicago in 1920 and was named, not for a baseball player as is commonly believed,* but for a young man who would frequent the factory, flirting with the women who worked there. In Canada, it is produced by Hershey’s, but, in the US, it is produced by Nestlè, who purchased the rights in 1984. FTP, name this candy bar which consists of caramel, peanuts, and fudge coated in milk chocolate.

          ANSWER: Oh Henry!
13. He is the only player to have struck out 18 or more batters in a 9-inning game twice in a single season,* having done so in 1997 against the Athletics and White Sox. He threw his first no-hitter against the Athletics in 1990 and a perfect game against the Braves in 2004, which, at 14 years, is the longest span between no-hitters ever. He won the first of his 5 Cy Young Awards in 1995 with an 18-2 record and 2.48 ERA for the Mariners. FTP, name this current New York Yankee pitcher, known as “The Big Unit”.

          ANSWER: Randall “Randy” Johnson (prompt on Big Unit before it is said)
14. Senator Edward Kennedy called this game despicable, and because of its content, many gaming magazines have chosen not to review it. It was released November 22, 2004, and many argue that it is not a game in the traditional sense, while others maintain that it is a highly meticulous simulation.* This game used a highly detailed ballistics and ragdoll physics engine, and if any player were to record a perfect score, they would receive a cash prize. FTP, name this game in which players attempt to recreate the Kennedy assassination in order to prove the Warren Report. 

          ANSWER: JFK: Reloaded
15. The ending, which is rushed and concludes in a drastic and odd way, is reminiscent of a deus ex machina. It has been seen by many as a roman à clef about George W. Bush,* though this has been strenuously denied. As much about growing up Jewish in the United States, the main premise of this novel is an alternate historical view of the US before World War II. FTP, name this work by Philip Roth in which Franklin Roosevelt is defeated in 1940 by an isolationist and anti-Semitic Charles Lindbergh. 

          ANSWER: The Plot Against America
16. He is said to have battled the Clock Spider, whose ninth leg he ripped off, only for it to ascend into heaven and become worshipped as God.* At one point, he was recreated in 5 new colors, as a parody of iPod mini’s. He has been described as the god of all cats everywhere and his traditional head covering is often referred to as the “Mystic Rind”. FTP, name this internet meme which features an angry-looking feline sporting what may be a pomelo. 

          ANSWER: Limecat

2. Do you know more about the Paleozoic or the Mesozoic? [Moderator: Await response and read the appropriate bonus]
I. F15PE, identify the following large-scale extinction events from the Paleozoic era. 

A. Some scientists have claimed that it may have been started by a short gamma ray burst caused by an exploding star near earth. It resulted in the extinction of approximately 49% of marine genera and decimated trilobite, graptolite, and brachiopod populations. It coincides with what is believed to be the largest ice age of the Phanerozoic eon. 

          ANSWER: Ordovician-Silurian Extinction Event 

B. While some have argued for a bolide impact, others suggest a gradual change in climate caused by decreases in atmospheric CO2 due to increases in terrestrial flora and evidenced by glaciation. It resulted in the death of approximately 75% of species and is now thought to have taken place over a 3 million year period in the Famennian faunal stage.

          ANSWER: Late Devonian Extinction Event
II. F10PE, identify the following large-scale extinction events associated with the Mesozoic era. 

A. It resulted in a brief period during which fungi were the dominant life forms on the planet and there have been many different theories as to its cause, including methane gasification, a supernova, and plate tectonics. The result was the extinction of approximately 90% of marine species and 70% of terrestrial species, making it the largest extinction ever.

          ANSWER: Permian-Triassic or P-T Extinction Event (prompt on Great Dying)
B. It saw the extinction of the large terrestrial amphibians and the remaining Crurotarsi, as well as 20% of the fauna families on the planet. This is believed to have allowed the dinosaurs to become the dominant land animal, because of the vacancy of so many ecological niches. It has been linked to increases in gas hydrates and atmospheric CO2.

          ANSWER: Triassic-Jurassic Extinction Event
C. The primary theories as to its cause are an impact event and volcanism, specifically in the so-called Deccan Traps in India. It resulted in the death of 50% of animal genera, including the complete extinction of ammonites, mosasaurs, plesiosaurs, and dinosaurs.

          ANSWER: Cretaceous-Tertiary or K-T Extinction Event
3. From the definitions given, identify the following terms from Christianity F10PE.

A. An elementary form of education involving rote memorization and discussion under the guidance of a parent or religious figure who promotes the disciple’s understanding of religious doctrine through the asking of questions and prompts understanding of the answers given. 

          ANSWER: Catechesis 

B. The traditional belief that the fulfillment of the chosenness of Judaism came with the arrival of Jesus as the Messiah and that those Jews who do not accept his message and divinity are no longer to be considered God’s chosen people. 

          ANSWER: Supersessionism 

C. In Biblical times, this term referred to the banishment or denouncement of a person. After the time of the apostolic church, the term was used as an extreme form of excommunication, with a distinction between the two finally setting this term as the formal exclusion of a person from the Body of Christ, not just the Eucharist and church attendance.  

          ANSWER: Anathema
4. Though they were late in participating, Germany did manage to claim some territories across the globe for itself. F10PE identify these former German colonies.

A. It was formed after Bismarck sent 5 warships to intimidate the Sultan of Zanzibar, but its borders were ill-defined until 1910. During WWI, it was governed by Gen. Paul Erich von Lettow-Vorbeck, who was celebrated in Germany as the only commander not to be defeated in open combat. It included parts of Mozambique, Tanzania, Burundi, and Rwanda. 

          ANSWER: German East Africa 
B. It was the site of numerous revolts, including the first “Hottentot Uprising” from 1893-4, in which the Nama rebelled against the Germans, and the Herero Wars, in which the namesake tribe along with the Nama rebelled against the Germans. It was quickly captured by South African troops during WWI and is now the state of Namibia. 

          ANSWER: German South-West Africa 
C. Interest in it was sparked by the annexation of the southeastern quarter by Queensland in 1883. As a result, Germany colonized the northeastern quarter, which they called Kaiser-Wilhelmland. Added to it were other German islands in the area, including the Solomons, Carolines, Marianas, and Marshall Islands.

          ANSWER: German New Guinea
5. From triffids and killer tomatoes, to the Shepherd’s Purse and Venus Flytrap, carnivorous plants have always interested us. F10PE, identify the following carnivorous plants from a brief description. 

A. This genus, which is found in tropical parts of Africa and South America, is unique in that it specializes in protozoa and that it attracts its prey chemically. Its digestive parts are Y- shaped and lined with tiny hairs which allow animals to move forward, toward the plant’s digestive center, but not to move backward. 

          ANSWER: Genlisea or Corkscrew plants 
B. Found throughout the Northern Hemisphere, this genus uses a sticky substance, mucilage, grown on its leaves to both trap and suffocate its insect prey. After the insect has died, the leaves can then fold over the body to digest it with enzymes secreted by the leaves.

          ANSWER: Pinguicula or Butterworts 
C. Apart from the Venus flytrap, this is the only other species of carnivorous plant which uses a snapping trap to catch its prey. This plant specializes in catching aquatic invertebrates in the traps which form in circles surrounding the central stock. 

          ANSWER: Aldrovanda vesiculosa or Waterwheel Plant
6. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following diacritics from a brief description.

A. It is used to indicate the first tone in Pinyin and to distinguish 4 vowels in Latvian. It is most often used to distinguish vowel length, with its opposite diacritic being the breve. It appears as a horizontal line above the vowel. 

          ANSWER: Macron 
B. It is used in Navajo, Western Apache, Polish, and Old Church Slavonic to indicate that a vowel is nasalized, but is used in Lithuanian to indicate vowel length. It appears as a small hook descending from the vowel.

          ANSWER: Ogonek 
C. It is used in Finno-Lapptic languages to express postalveolar fricatives, but in Baltic and Slavic languages to indicate palatization. It appears as a small v above the letter.

          ANSWER: Caron or Háček 

D. It was used in early Cyrillic and primarily in ancient Greek, where it represented aspiration of a vowel at the beginning of a word. It appears as a single quotation mark above lower case letters and directly in front of upper case letters.

          ANSWER: Spiritus Asper or Dany Pneuma
7. F5PE and a bonus 5 for all correct, of Sensorimotor, Preoperational, Concrete Operational, and Formal Operational, the four stages of development defined by Jean Piaget, which includes the following.

A. This stage includes the development of classification skills; resultantly, the illogical treatment of all things as beings with feelings, called animism, is overcome.

          ANSWER: Concrete Operational Stage 

B. This stage includes the beginning of intuitive thought, meaning that the child states a belief, but is unable to explain why he or she holds that belief. 

          ANSWER: Preoperational Stage 

C. This stage includes the development of logic, namely the differentiation between means and ends.

          ANSWER: Sensorimotor Stage

D. This stage includes the delimitation of egocentrism, allowing the child to view things from others’ points of view, regardless of whether they do so correctly or not. 

          ANSWER: Concrete Operational Stage 

E. This stage includes the development of symbolic functioning, in which the child uses mental symbols, words, or pictures to represent objects which are not present.

          ANSWER: Preoperational Stage
8. Though idealized as the cradle of modern Western civilization, ancient Greece was a bloody and violent place. F10PE, identify these wars fought by the Greek city-states from a brief description. 

A. Incited by the speeches of Hyperides and Demosthenes, Athens and her allies in northern and central Greece revolted against the Macedonians, defeating their regent, Antipater. However, Antipater regrouped with a 20,000-strong Macedonian army and defeated the Greeks at Crannon. Afterwards, Demosthenes committed suicide at Calauria. 

          ANSWER: Lamian War 

B. The first phase of the Peloponnesian Wars, it started with Pericles’ defensive strategy, which saw a plague ravage Athens. Taking the offensive, they then defeated the Spartans at Pylos and Sphacteria, resulting in the capture of 400 Spartans. Brasidas then captured Amphipolis, which was exchanged for the hoplites, following the Peace of Nicias. 

          ANSWER: Archidamian War 

C. After Sparta established its suzerainty in the Peloponnesian Wars, it found itself in a war with Persia and another developing against an alliance including Athens, Argos, and Thebes. The focus was on Agesilaus’ siege of the war’s namesake city. In the end, the Greeks acknowledged Persian hegemony, which was in effect Spartan dominance. 

          ANSWER: Corinthian War
9. We all remember the Looney Tunes, even if we did not see them in their original runs at the theater throughout the first half of the 20th Century. F10PE, identify these early Looney Tunes characters. 

A. Created by Hugh Harman and Rudy Ising, he was Looney Tunes first real recurring character, and starred in 39 cartoons from 1930 to 1933, when Harman and Ising took the character to MGM after a budget dispute. Though he was based on Felix the Cat, he is more similar to Mickey Mouse and even has a dog, Bruno, and a flapper girlfriend, Honey. 
          ANSWER: Bosko 

B. After Bosko’s departure, Leon Schlesinger lured Earl Duvall from Disney and charged him with creating a star. The result was this character, who starred in 23 cartoons, which were much like Bosko’s, from 1933 to 1935. In an episode of Animaniacs, he is depicted as hating the Warners for ruining his career and is noted for his “big Huge GINORMOUS eyes”.
          ANSWER: Buddy 

C. In part because of Buddy’s blandness, the creation of this character by Bob Clampett in 1935 ushered in Buddy’s retirement. Since then, he has been a mainstay of Looney Tunes and Warner Bros. cartoons in general. He is, of course, best noted for his trademark stutter, and was eventually replaced by Daffy Duck as the star.
          ANSWER: Porky Pig
10. Nothing is funnier than a good prank, especially one which is pulled by anti-corporate activists. F10PE, identify the following about the activities of one such group, The Yes Men.

A. The group’s first prank consisted of switching the electronics of talking Barbie’s and G.I. Joe’s and then returning the toys to stores. The group then adopted this moniker when releasing information to the press regarding the incident. 

          ANSWER: Barbie Liberation Organization or B.L.O. 
B. In order to show their support for the Republican Party during the 2004 elections, The Yes Men formed this group, which drove across the country in a painted van encouraging Bush supporters to sign a “Patriot Pledge”, which included provisions such as sending their children to Iraq and personally storing toxic waste in their backyards. 
          ANSWER: “Yes, Bush Can” 
C. A member of the group managed to give an interview on the BBC on December 3, 2004, the 20th anniversary of the Bhopal disaster, in which he pretended to be Jude Finisterra, a representative of this company, vowing that they would sell Union Carbide to pay for the medical costs of those affected as well as clean up the site. 

          ANSWER: Dow Chemical Co.
11. Simply put, humans love stories about monsters like Bigfoot and the Yeti. F10PE, can you name these other legendary man-apes from around the world from a brief description?

A. Though resembling an orangutan, this creature, mostly sighted near Big Cypress National Preserve, is said to be identifiable by its characteristic odor, variously described as smelling like rotten eggs or raw sewage. 

          ANSWER: Skunk Ape 
B. Coming from Mongolian for “wild man”, this is a hairy hominid, which had been sighted by Europeans as early as 1430. It is thought by some to perhaps be a remnant population of Neanderthals. Myra Shackley published Ivan Ivlov’s account of a meeting with them in her book Still Living?. 
          ANSWER: Alma 
C. Thought to possibly be a species resembling small orangutans, this primate is thought to be entirely bipedal. The tracks ascribed to it are more primate-like than those of other creatures and thanks to the discovery of Homo floresiensis it is thought that this mythological species may still be found somewhere.
          ANSWER: Orang Pendak

B. It was originally formed by the union of Bernecia, the lands north of the River Tees, and Deira, corresponding to modern Yorkshire, under Æthelfrith. Under Oswald, it conquered Mercia, marking its greatest period, but it was reduced to the lands between the Tees and Tweed by the invasions of the Scots and Vikings. 

          ANSWER: Northumbria 

C. It was the first of the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms to be established in England and, under Æthelbert, it reached its zenith and was the first to accept Christianity. Its name is related to a Celtic tribe which lived there before the arrival of Germanic tribes, but little else is known until the arrival of Augustine in 597. 

          ANSWER: Kent
