Tossups 

1. Generally speaking, they are Population I yellow giant stars, as the Population II stars following into this category are often classified as W Virginis, because of their lower mass and metallicity. Edwin Hubble first discovered some in the Andromeda Galaxy,* proving it was extragalactic and the Hubble Space Telescope has discovered some in the Virgo Cluster, establishing its distance as approximately 20 Mpc. FTP, what are these stars often used as a standard in establishing the distance of globular clusters and galaxies?

          ANSWER: Cepheid Variable
2. Her poem Koronaie, or The Shuttle Maidens, tells the story of Menippe and Metioche, the daughters of Orion, and her poem Minouaie, or The Daughters of Minyas tells the story of Alkathoe, Arsippe, and Leukippe.* She criticized Pindar for his use of Atticisms, while she primarily wrote choral poetry in the Boeotian dialect. She is sometimes credited with defeating Pindar 5 times, prompting him to call her a sow, and she was listed among the 9 mortal muses by Antipater of Thessaloniki. FTP, who is this ancient Greek poetess, who is best known today as Pindar’s tutor?
          ANSWER: Korinna
3. Dutch and German both experienced similar changes, but for the most part remained far closer to original pronunciation. The speed of its spread is partially explained by the mass migration of people towards South East England after the black death, resulting in much uniformity in pronunciation, and it is responsible for many of the peculiarities of English spelling. Marking the main difference between Middle and Modern English, this is, FTP, what linguistic event which explains why English vowels do not have the same value as continental vowels?
          ANSWER: Great Vowel Shift 

4. Isa-tai, a medicine man with the Quahadi Band of Comanche, urged conflict and encouraged those who followed him to attack the buffalo hunters camped at Adobe Walls. He led the attack, which was repulsed, and war ensued. In fact, the buffalo hunters were a leading cause, because they had destroyed the Native Americans food source in violation of the Medicine Lodge Treaty. FTP, name this 1874 conflict which saw the Comanche, Kiowa, Arapaho, Southern Cheyenne, and others allied against the US government and which was named for a river in the Southern Plains. 
          ANSWER: Red River War
5. Some sources claim that the name is derived from a Persian word meaning “lost” while others cite Theophrastus and Greek. It was mined by the Romans and some of their mines are still producing the ore today. Its crystals have the highest refractive power of any known mineral and it is dangerous to handle because of its association with a poisonous element. FTP, what is this mineral, the original source for the pigment vermillion and the primary ore of mercury?
          ANSWER: Cinnabar or Cinnabarite  
6. Mixcoatl, the inventor of fire, Titlacahuan, and Omacoatl, a god of feasting who was honored with orgies, are all aspects of him. He once kidnapped Xochiquetzal, the wife of Tlaloc, a rain god, because he felt that such a beautiful goddess should be married to an equally handsome god. He was generally portrayed as a punisher of evil who tested men’s minds with temptations, rather than physically leading them to sin. FTP, who is this Aztec deity, a god of night and material things, the opposite of Quetzalcoatl, who is named for the smoking mirror he used to slay his enemies.
          ANSWER: Tezcatlipoca
7. Sociobiology distinguishes two varieties, one of which is exhibited by the Northern Jacana, in which the female is larger than the male and has a large territory in which many males build nests. The other is seen in the Galapagos hawk, with two males and one female sharing a single nest.* Among humans, the most common practice features brothers sharing a single wife, especially in Tibet, where it is most commonly practiced. FTP, what is this form of polygamy in which a single female has multiple husbands? 

          ANSWER: Polyandry (prompt on Polygamy before it is said, but do not accept Polygyny)
8. The Five Iron Frenzy song, “Every New Day” quotes the lines, “When the stars threw down their spears/* And watered heaven with their tears”, which is itself believed to be a reference to Paradise Lost. Another possible reference to that poem is found in the lines, “On what wings dare he aspire?/What the hand seize the fire?”, which also contain imagery of industrialization, which the poet felt was a blight. FTP, what is this poem, found in the collection Songs of Experience, the single most famous and most studied poem of William Blake?
          ANSWER: The Tyger
9. Behind Kent Nilsson’s 49 goals, they made the playoffs in 1981 and won their first playoff series, sweeping the Chicago Blackhawks, before losing in the semifinals to the Minnesota North Stars. Their first appearance in the Stanley Cup finals was a loss to the Montreal Canadiens in 1986, but they managed to win the title in 1989, ending Lanny McDonald’s career with a Stanley Cup celebration. In 2004, after a seven-year absence from the playoffs, they returned and beat all three Western Conference division champions on their way to another Stanley Cup Final. FTP, name this Canadian team who beat Vancouver, Detroit, and San Jose before losing to Tampa Bay in 7 games that year.
          ANSWER: Calgary Flames (accept either)
10. The first pressing of this CD did not contain the secret track which appeared on other pressings and which has been variously titled “Noise”, “The Noise Jam”, and “Nameless, Endless”. It was produced by Butch Vig and topped the 1991 The Village Voice “Pazz and Jop” critics poll, as did its firs track. Featured on the cover was a then three-month-old Elden Spencer, and Kurt Cobain said anyone who was offended was a closet-pedophile. FTP, name this album, the second by Nirvana, which featured the tracks “Lithium”, “Come As You Are”, and “Smells Like Teen Spirit”.
          ANSWER: Nevermind 

11. He will do the moonwalk and Riverdance, watch TV or read a book, fight or laugh at you, bite your hand and try to leg eggs unsuccessfully.* If you type “hello” or “hi”, he will wave, while typing “roll your eyes” will result in an incomprehensible movement. If a person types things that he finds offensive, the person will receive some form of admonishment. FTP, what is this internet phenomenon, which is a viral marketing promotion by Burger King?

          ANSWER: Subservient Chicken
12. The story centers on a group of nuns at the Convent San Tanco in Puerto Rico and some have seen it as a thinly veiled attempt to look at some of the changes brought to the Catholic Church by Vatican II. Particularly, Sister Jacqueline is seen as a mediating force, representing moderates in the Church, Reverend Mother Plaseato is the older, more conservative head of the Church, and Sister Bertrille is young and liberal, like those changes. FTP, name this television series, which ran from 1967 to 1970 and saw Sally Field playing a woman who had trouble staying on the ground.
          ANSWER: The Flying Nun
13. His younger brother, Jay, a promising high school basketball player, was shot to death in a shopping mall parking lot. He himself played at the University of Maryland,* becoming an All-American and twice winning the ACC Player of the Year award, in 1985 and 1986. That same year, he was selected 2nd overall in the NBA draft by the Boston Celtics, but only a few hours later, was found dead in his dormitory. FTP, name this college star whose death of a cocaine overdose was used in anti-drug campaigns in the 80s and caused then Maryland coach, Lefty Driesell, to resign. 

          ANSWER: Leonard K. Bias
14. It was dubbed “Kannibelensong” by the German media, which brought it a great deal of exposure and helped it to reach #2 on the German charts in 2004.* The song was inspired by the case of Armin Meiwes, who killed another man, Bernd Jürgen Brandes, apparently with his consent, and ate the remains. It has been covered by the Pet Shop Boys and the title is slang for a person’s penis, which Meiwes and Brandes are reported to have eaten together. FTP, what is this Rammstein song, the first single from their 2004 release, Reise, Reise?
          ANSWER: “Mein Teil”
15. Bert Convey plays a bored executive who travels with his friend, Shakey Finch, who has put on some weight, causing their motorcycle to drive with a wheelie the entire time.* Terry Bradshaw and Mel Tillis end up in a hotel pool, along with their Chevrolet Malibu NASCAR stockcar. Roger Moore plays Seymour Goldfarb, Jr., who thinks he is Roger Moore, and Jamie Farr is “The Sheik”, who wants to win the race so bad, that he will even buy victory. These are some of the racers in, FTP, what 1981 Hal Needham film also featuring Dom DeLuise, Farrah Fawcett, and Burt Reynolds?

          ANSWER: Cannonball Run
16. It provided the name of a newsletter about its creator, which was edited by Christopher Spruce, the creator’s brother-in-law, and which was published from 1985 to 1989. Among the works that it has appeared in are the short storiy, It Grows on You, and the novellas, The Body and The Sun Dog. It was introduced in the novel The Dead Zone and was heavily based on another town created by the author, Jersualem’s Lot. FTP, name this town which also appears in Cujo and provided the name for Rob Reiner’s production company.
          ANSWER: Castle Rock, Maine

1. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following works of Plato. 
A. In this work, Aristophanes provides his argument that sex is the result of people once having been connected, with homosexuals connected to someone of the same sex and heterosexuals to someone of the opposite sex. It is most noted for discussions of Socrates’ tutor, Diotima, and of his relationship with Alcibiades in particular and his students in general.

          ANSWER: Symposium or Symposion (Συμποσίον) 
B. Megillos, Kleinias, and an unnamed stranger from Athens are traveling in Crete discussing the colony Kleinias is to govern. Plato’s last major work and his longest, it is noted for not featuring Socrates, but does include a comparison of the Athenian and Spartan legal traditions. It is considered Plato’s greatest contribution to political philosophy. 

          ANSWER: Laws or Nomoi (Νόμοι) 
C. Only half of this work has survived, which includes a detailed description of a pre-classical Athens, which was the ideal society, a discussion of the mythical metal orichalcum, and, most famously, the title character’s description of the fabled kingdom of Atlantis. 

          ANSWER: Critias or Kritias (Κριτίας)
2. Wouldn’t it be cool to be a knight? FTSNOP, identify the following British chivalric orders from clues.
A. 5) Its motto is “Honi soit qui mal y pense” and it is thought to have been started by Edward III after a dance with Joan of Kent, the “Countess of Salisbury”. It dates back to circa 1346 and there are 25 members, not including foreign royalty, supernumerary members, and the sovereign. It is the highest of all of the chivalric orders in the UK. 

          ANSWER: The Most Noble Order of the Garter 
B. 15) Its motto is “Nemo me impune lacessit” and there are legends saying it began in 787 after a battle between Achaius, King of Scots, and the Saxon king, Athelstan, though these are thought incredible because neither reigned in the same century. It is the highest order in Scotland and the second highest in the UK.

          ANSWER: The Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle 
C. 10) Its motto is “Quis separabit” and it was created in 1783 by George III. There has been no regular assignments to it since 1922, the year the Irish Free State was created, and the last member of it died in 1974. Before this, it had been the third highest chivalric order in the UK and it was named after a person associated with Ireland. 

          ANSWER: The Most Illustrious Order of St. Patrick
3. Identify the following books of the bible from a brief description F10PE. 

A. This epistle was carried by Onesimus, a fugitive slave who was converted by Paul in Rome, to the title character of the biblical book, who lived in Colossae. 

          ANSWER: Epistle of Philemon 
B. This book is addressed to the churches of Ephesus, Smyrna, Pergamos, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia, and Laodicae. Its authorship is under dispute, as some argue that it is Jon the Apostle, others the author of the Gospel of John, and still others a different John altogether. It is the only prophetic and the most controversial book of the New Testament.

          ANSWER: Book of Revelation or The Revelation of St. John or The Apocalypse 
C. This Old Testament book, the last of the Minor Prophets, is divided into four chapters and features a reminder of Jehovah’s love, a rebuke of the priests for heresy and poor governance, a rebuke of the people for intermarriage with heathens, and a reminder of the coming of the God of judgment.  

          ANSWER: Malachi
4. Identify the following German writers from works F10PE or F5PE if you need easier clues.

          ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe

5. Many of us have read The Canterbury Tales. Do you prefer the stories with a serious tone or a lighter tone? [Moderator: await response and read the appropriate bonus] 

I. Identify the characters who tell the following tales which exhibit Chaucer’s more serious side F10PE.

A. This tale is a retelling of a popular etiological myth which first appeared in Ovid’s Metamorphoses, explaining how the crow acquired black feathers. According to the story, the crow was owned by Phoebus Apollo and was initially white with a beautiful voice. Upon revealing that Phoebus’ wife is having an affair, Phoebus kills her and curses the crow.
          ANSWER: The Manciple’s Tale 
B. Aurelius swears his love to Dorigen, but she refuses him, then adding that she will be his if he can dispose of the rocks on the coast, which she fears will cause her husband’s death. In the end, Aurelius makes it appear so and claims her hand, just as Arveragus returns. Aurelius renounces his claim after seeing Arveragus’ noble spirit. 

          ANSWER: The Franklin’s Tale
C. Set in a Jewish ghetto in a Christian city, it tells the story of a Jewish child who learns the “Alma Redemptoris Mater” and sings it everyday. The Jews are incited to murder him by Satan, which results in their being drawn and quartered by the Christians. The boy’s body continues to sing until a grain is removed from his mouth, at which point he dies. 

          ANSWER: The Prioress’ Tale

II. Identify the characters who tell the following tales which exhibit Chaucer’s lighter side F10PE.
A. A blind knight, Januaire, weds a young woman, May, whom he is unable to satisfy. She takes a lover Damyan. One day, after Jauaire and May have sex in his garden, May requests a pear from the tree above, where she then has sex with Damyan. Januaire regains his sight, but May convinces him he is still blind, because she would never commit adultery. 

          ANSWER: The Merchant’s Tale 
B. A retelling of a folk tale with Eastern origins, three men quest to kill Death and are directed to search under a tree where they find gold. One goes to fetch wine, which he poisons, while the other two plot to kill him. In the end, all three are murdered by one another and Death is the victor. 

          ANSWER: The Pardoner’s Tale 
C. Marquis Walter of Saluzzo takes a wife, Grizelda, the daughter of his poorest subject, Janicula. He tests her thrice, pretending to kill both of their children and then forging a Papal bull of annulment, ordering her to prepare his second wedding. She does all that he orders and, convinced of her fidelity, he reveals his deceits and they live happily ever after. 

          ANSWER: The Clerk’s Tale
6. As we all know, atoms are not indivisible, as their name might suggest. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following subatomic particles. 
A. This particle was the first elementary particle which does not appear in ordinary atoms to be discovered. It can replace electrons in an atom and it is formed by the decay of a pion. 
          ANSWER: Muon 
B. This is thought to be the carrier particle of the energy field thought to permeate the entire universe and to give mass to other particles. It is somtimes called the God Particle and was initially predicted by its namesake in the 1960s. 
          ANSWER: Higgs Boson 
C. This is the general name for an exotic baryon which is formed by four valence quarks and one valence antiquark. 
          ANSWER: Pentaquark 
D. It was first observed over Salt Lake City in 1991 as part of cosmic radiation. It is thought to be a photon travelling at near the speed of light and with energy roughly equal to 50 joules. It is estimated that if it were to travel 1 light year, it would be only 46 nanometers behind a photon. 
          ANSWER: Oh-My-God Particle 
7. The CSS Virginia was not the only ironclad developed by the Confederacy during the Civil War. F10PE, identify these other ships which share that feature with the Virginia.

A. In her first action, she severely damaged the USS Richmond at the mouth of the Mississippi and she tried to defend New Orleans during Farragut’s dash between Forts Jackson and St. Phillip, where she damaged the USS Mississippi before running aground and burning. This steam propeller, formerly the Enoch Train, was the first Confederate ironclad.

          ANSWER: CSS Manassas 

B. Instrumental in the clearing of the Roanoke River of Union ships, this ironclad had destroyed the USS Southfield and forced the USS Miami to flee in her first action. She was sunk during a daring night raid led by Commander William Cushing during which a torpedo blew a hole in the side of the ship.

          ANSWER: CSS Albemarle 

C. Accompanied by the Selma, Gaines, and Morgan, this ironclad attempted a defense during the Battle of Mobile Bay against Farragut’s powerful fleet. Though the other three vessels were lost, this ship, Admiral Franklin Buchanan’s flagship, bravely attacked before surrendering to the Union fleet.

          ANSWER: CSS Tennessee
8. History is filled with insurrections, revolts, and rebellions. F10PE, identify the following related to that aspect of Chinese history.

A. With an army numbering over 1 million by 1856, this rebellion resulted in an all-out war as anti-Manchu elements in the south combined with those disaffected by economic and natural disasters to oppose the Qing Dynasty. The leader was Hong Xiuquan a Christian convert who, in the latter days of his rebellion, claimed he was the brother of Jesus.
          ANSWER: Taiping Rebellion 

B. The rebels were associated with the secret Taiping Taoist society and were named for the clothing that they wore. Led by Zhang Jiao, and his brothers Bao and Liang, they ravaged the North China Plain during the reign of Han Lingdi in 184 CE and their rebellion is the opening event in The Romance of the Three Kingdoms. 
          ANSWER: Yellow Turban Rebellion 
C. This 756 to 763 revolt took place under three Tang emperors, Xuanzong, Suzong, and Daizong, and was finally suppressed by Guo Ziyi and Li Guangbi. It was lead by a Turkish governor after Xuanzong became infatuate with Lady Yang, and he was killed by his son, An Qingxu, who was subsequently killed by Shi Siming, a later leader of the rebellion.

          ANSWER: An Lushan or Anshi or Tianbao Rebellion
9. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following mixed drinks from their recipes.

A. Shake 1.5 oz of vodka, .5 oz of dry vermouth, and .5 oz of amontillado and pour over ice. Serve with a lemon peel. 

          ANSWER: Soviet 
B. There are two methods for this drink. Start with .5 shot of vodka and add .5 shot of Everclear; ignite, blow out, and slam. Or, layer .5 shot of vodka, .5 shot of Everclear, and a splash of hot sauce. Sprinkle on chili powder and slam.

          ANSWER: Molotov Cocktail 
C. Mix 2 oz. vodka and 1 oz. lime juice in a Collins glass with ice. Top with 4 oz. of ginger beer and add a lime wedge and a cucumber peel if desired. 

          ANSWER: Moscow Mule 
D. Add ice, 2 oz. of vodka, .5 oz of lime juice, and 1 tablespoon of sugar to a shaker. Shake and strain into a martini glass. Garnish with torn mint leaves. 

          ANSWER: Kremlin Colonel 
10. Suitors abound for Saotome Ranma; FTSNOP, identify the following people anxious to get close to Ranma. 

A. 2) This is Ranma’s primary fiancée and the youngest daughter of Genma’s friend and old training partner Suon. She fails at most things, though she is exceptionally good at martial arts, ice skating, and volleyball.

          ANSWER: Tendo Akane 

B. 4) A member of the Joketsuzoku, she was defeated by “girl-type Ranma” and hunted her down to kill her. When she was defeated by Ranma a second time, she was required by the laws of her people to marry him. Hilarity ensues as she tries to both kill and marry him.

          ANSWER: Shampoo or Xian Pu 

C. 6) Genma promised Ranma to her in exchange for her food cart, which he promptly stole. She tracked Ranma down, only to discover that he did not know of the plot. She then decides to marry him. She usually fights with a large spatula and many smaller spatulas, which she throws like shuriken.

          ANSWER: Kuonji Ukyo 

D. 8) Though he is in love with Akane, he is also enamored with “girl-type Ranma” and at one point purchases pictures of “her” sleeping from Akane’s sister, Nabiki. He never learns “her” true identity and dreams of being with both girls.

          ANSWER: Kuno Tatewaki (accept either, because he is generally referred to simply as Kuno)
E. 10) The only one of Ranma’s female suitors not to have a legitimate claim to him, she is Kuno Tatewaki’s sister and goes by the name “The Black Rose”. She is a master of Rhythmic Gymnastics Martial Arts and her maniacal laugh often scares other characters.

          ANSWER: Kuno Kodachi (prompt on Kuno, as she is often referred to by Kodachi)
11. Kryptonite is a grand substance indeed. F6PE, identify the following varieties of the element from a brief description of their effects and appearances.

A. This kryptonite appeared in an alternate timeline of a 2003 Supergirl storyline and transformed heterosexual Kryptonians into homosexuals. It has not appeared in a mainstream continuity, however.

          ANSWER: Pink Kryptonite
B. This variety appeared in Action Comics #261 as the result of experiments by Supergirl to create an antidote for green kryptonite. Rather than creating an antidote, her experiments resulted in a variety which had no effect on Kryptonians but granted temporary superpowers to Earth creatures, specifically Supergirl’s pet cat, Streaky. 
          ANSWER: X-Kryptonite 
C. Little used in the Superman universe, this type permanently rendered a Kryptonian powerless. It featured prominently in the non-canonical 1986 comic, Whatever Happened to the Man of Tomorrow. 
          ANSWER: Gold Kryptonite
D. This kryptonite was the result of using Prof. Phineas Potter’s “duplicator ray” on a sample of green kryptonite. It had no effect on Kryptonians or humans, but killed Bizzaros. In an episode of Superfriends, it was once used to reverse the effects of red kryptonite. 
          ANSWER: Blue Kryptonite 
E. This version provides Kryptonians with mental or psychic powers, allowing them to conjure images and objects which disappear when the effects of the kryptonite wear off. 

          ANSWER: Purple Kryptonite
12. Answer the following about characters from the popular series of television series, Law & Order, F10PE.

A. Shortly before dying of prostate cancer, Jerry Orbach was to carry this popular character over to Law & Order: Trial by Jury. He appeared for 12 seasons from 1992-2004 and his death will be mentioned in the fifth episode of Trial by Jury. 
          ANSWER: Detective Leonard “Lennie” Briscoe (prompt on Lennie or Leonard)
B. Played by Sam Waterston, he is another popular character from the series and has appeared for 11 seasons from 1994 to the present. He has had affairs with 4 different assistants and is suspected of alcoholism.
          ANSWER: EADA John “Jack” McCoy (prompt on Jack or John)
C. Played by Dann Florek, he served as the Police Captain during the first three seasons of Law & Order before moving on to serve the same role in Law & Order: Special Victims’ Unit. 
          ANSWER: Capt. Donald Cragen (prompt on Donald)
13. Identify the following about that classic Gen X movie, Reality Bites, FTSNOP. 

A. 15) This is the song that Troy plays with his band while Lelaina is trying to decide whether to be with him or Michael. Naturally enough, it angers her when he sings the lines, “Why can’t I get just one fuck/ why can’t I get just one fuck?”
