Tossups 
1. The Windhexe, a device which converts most waste products into a fine powder, is a variant of this engine. It has also been proposed that this engine could be used to produce ice* in areas where the lack of electricity is a problem. They have been used in the enrichment of uranium and are often used for inexpensive spot cooling, producing decreases in temperature of up to 80˚F. FTP, what is this class of heat engine in which a blast of compressed air is shot into a specialized chamber, resulting in rotation and the separation of hot and cold gasses?
          ANSWER: Ranque-Hilsch Vortex Tube or Wirbelröhre 
2. Hoover Shoats is an evangelist who goes by the name of Onnie Jay Holy. He adapts the idea of the protagonist into a moneymaking scheme and hires a “Prophet”,* who is killed by the protagonist. Asa Hawks is another false Christian, who preaches redemption, while pretending to have blinded himself with lime. Sabbath, Asa’s daughter, is encouraged by her father to seduce the protagonist, though she is supposed to be good and pure. FTP, all of these characters, as well as Enoch Emory and Hazel Motes, appear in what Flannery O’Connor novel about the Church Without Christ?
          ANSWER: Wise Blood 
3. A gypsy working for a traveling circus, Esmerelda attracts the eye of Vašek, a simpleton and the son of Mícha by Háta.* Mícha is a wealthy landowner, and Krušina wants his daughter to marry Vašek and hires Kecal to secure the deal. However, Krušina wants to wed Jeník, who bargains with Kecal to receive 300 guilders to renounce his claim to Krušina to the son of Mícha. In the end, Jeník learns that he is Mícha’s eldest son and receives the 300 guilders and the right to wed Krušina. So goes, the plot of, FTP, what opera by Bedřich Smetana?
          ANSWER: The Bartered Bride or Prodaná nevěsta 
4. Pedro da Cintra, a Portuguese explorer, was one of the first to arrive here, mapping part of the area and providing its name in 1462. By 1792, it was a British colony,* one of the first in Africa, and in 1827 it became home to Fourah Bay College, the first European-style college in West Africa. 1961 saw independence under the leadership of Sir Milton Margai. FTP, name this African nation which has been plagued by revolts from groups such as the Revolutionary United Front and the Armed Forces Revolutionary Council and which is currently headed by Ahmed Tejan Kabbah. 
          ANSWER: Sierra Leone 
5. Bats is a Caucasian language which distinguishes between accidental action and intentional action. The Baltic-Finnic languages distinguish between telic, or an action which has succeeded, and atelic,* or an action which has not. Three exist in Ancient Greek, one of which corresponds to its own tense, and two of which may be expressed in the present, past, or future tenses. In Slavic languages, it is expressed lexically, with different verbs expressing either the perfective or the imperfective. FTP, what is this verbal inflection which, distinct from tense, may express the completion, frequency, or success?
          ANSWER: Verbal Aspect or Grammatical Aspect or Linguistic Aspect 
6. The Duke of Castile is the last to die when he is killed after watching his own murderer murder his son, Lorenzo,* and his daughter, Bel-Imperia murder her husband-to-be, Balthazar. Before this, Pedringano was hanged for the murder of Serberine, Bel-Imperia’s servant, with whom he, Balthazar, and Lorenzo had murdered Bel-Imperia’s lover, Horatio. Horatio is the son of Hieronimo, the murderer of the Duke of Castile and Lorenzo. In the end, all of the dead characters are assigned their places in the afterlife by Don Andrea, who had been killed by Balthazar before the play. FTP, all of these murders take place in what play by Thomas Kyd?
          ANSWER: The Spanish Tragedy 
7. A member of the U.S. House of Representatives and a member of the Democratic National Committee, Wilson offered him the post of Secretary of War, but he declined because of pacifism.* He was a top contender for the Democratic Presidential nomination in 1920, but, after deadlocking with William McAdoo, the nomination went to James Cox. Despite this, he is best known today for his role in Wilson’s cabinet from 1919 to 1921. FTP, name this politician who served as Attorney General during the first Red Scare, which prompted his namesake “raids”. 
          ANSWER: Alexander Mitchell Palmer 
8. In Switzerland, there was both a famine and an excess of rain, which resulted in the contest which saw Mary Shelley write Frankenstein. Oats rose in price* from 12¢ per bushel to over 92¢ per bushel, resulting in Karl Drais’ work on the dandy horse, a predecessor of the bicycle. Brown and red snows were seen in both Hungary and Italy and snowstorms struck the Northeast US as late as June. FTP, all of this happened because of the eruption of what volcano in 1815, which resulted in 1816 being termed both “Eighteen Hundred and Froze to Death” and “The Year Without Summer”?

          ANSWER: Mount Tambora
9. He has repeatedly cast Jason Isaacs in his films, including his first, Shopping, a low-budget film only released in a heavily-edited, direct-to-video form in the US. He gained a great deal of notoriety in the UK* for the violence in Shopping, but his fame in the US is tied more with the bile that he’s inspired in some of his critics, most notably Harry Knowles of Ain’t It Cool News. He has only managed minor successes in the US, including his made-for-TV movie The Sight. FTP, who is this director who has drawn a lot of criticism for his handling of cultish subjects, such as in the films Mortal Kombat and Resident Evil?
          ANSWER: Paul W. S. Anderson 
10. It was invented in a GE laboratory in Connecticut in 1943, while scientists were searching for a synthetic rubber substitute* for use by the American military. However, little use was found for the substance and GE sold the rights to it to Peter Hodgson in 1949, who produced it as a novelty item for adults and later as a toy for children. It was used by astronauts aboard Apollo 8 to secure tools and is an example of a viscoelastic fluid. FTP, name this children’s toy which is produced by Binny and Smith and can still be purchased in its ubiquitous red, egg-shaped container. 

          ANSWER: Silly Putty 
11. Clorissa is a member of Delta Delta Die, a college sorority, but she once was a goth, who loved the Misfits and slept with Joey Ramone. She along with her nerdy brother, her boyfriend, and their friends go to the boarded-up St. Francis* Boarding School for Girls, where 40 years ago, a former student broke into the chapel and shot all of the nuns and the priest. Looking for fun, they instead find and become part of an army of the demonically possessed undead. FTP, name this 2000 film starring Joanna Canton and Adrienne Barbeau. 
          ANSWER: The Convent 
12. It was claimed by Russian authorities that the Chechnyans responsible for the Beslan school siege listened to this band to keep them on edge,* and the cover of their first album was changed after many claimed that they were selling themselves as “poster boys for the Master Race”. They also earned criticism for including scenes from Leni Riefenstahl’s film Olympia in their video for “Stripped”. FTP, name this German rock band which has been criticized in the US because of their association with the Columbine school shooting and was arrested in Massachusetts on charges of obscenity.
          ANSWER: Rammstein 
13. Quick is a former boxer; Kay is the computer and technology expert; Johnny* is an actor and stuntman who is proficient in several forms of martial arts; Nikki is a former marine M.P. with a knowledge of weapons and demolitions; Tasha is a former spy and model. They are in need of a famous face to help sell their services as bodyguards and hire Vallery Irons, who has just recently saved the life of actor Brad Cliff, to serve in that role. FTP, so goes the basic plot of what television series starring Molly Culver and Pamela Anderson?
          ANSWER: V.I.P. 
14. He is a personal enemy of both Publius Clodius Pulcher and his sister, Clodia, and has served in several political offices, including the aedileship and the praetorship. In a short story* appearing in Alfred Hitchcock’s Mystery Magazine, he was hired to find Julius Caesar’s breastplate before the general celebrates his triumph over Pompey. He has also investigated the murders of numerous citizens, including those of creditors committed by Catiline’s conspirators, whose plot he also foiled. FTP, who is this character created by John Maddox Roberts, a Roman detective and the hero of the SPQR series?
          ANSWER: Decius Caecilius Metellus 
15. Though he did not do the choreography, Gene Kelly was an inspiration for a portion of the show and did teach the performer how to dance with a cane. Its name was inspired by a painting by Edward Hopper* and its costumes included Victorian style dresses, military uniforms, and a cabaret-style tuxedo. Though it was the least successful as far as ticket sales and was criticized by some as being less than the previous Blond Ambition Tour, it was still popular with fans. FTP, name this Madonna tour which ran from September to December 1993 in support of her album Erotica.
          ANSWER: The Girlie Show 
16. He was the first coach of the Québec Nordiques when they began play in the World Hockey Association in 1972,* but stepped down after only one game, a 3-2 loss to the Cleveland Crusaders. Over the course of his career, he won 8 Stanley Cups, fourth all-time among NHL players, and in 1955, he received a match penalty which sparked a riot. Part of the “Punch Line” with Elmer Latch and Hector Blake, FTP, name this Montreal Canadiens legend, the first to score 50 goals in a season, 50 goals in 50 games, and 500 goals in a career. 
          ANSWER: Maurice “Rocket” Richard 
Boni 

1. Identify the following Communist leaders who were ousted in or shortly before the revolutions which forced the collapse of the Eastern Bloc F10PE. 

A. He succeeded Wilhelm Ullbricht as General Secretary of the Socialist Unity Party of Germany in 1971 and served as the Chairman of the Council of State beginning in 1976, but stepped down from both posts amid the protests of October, 1989, which secured both the dismantling of the Berlin Wall and the eventual reunification of Germany. 

          ANSWER: Erich Honeker 

B. He created and was the first to hold the post of Prime Minister of Bulgaria in 1971 and he served as First Secretary of the Central Committee beginning in 1954, as the youngest Eastern Bloc leader at that time. He was only removed from power in 1989, after years of growing more erratic and his failed attempt to Bulgarize the Turkish population in 1985.

          ANSWER: Todor Zhivkov 
C. He came to power in 1981, after having led Polish forces in the crushing of the Prague Spring of 1968 and ordering the massacre of striking workers in many Polish coastal cities. He is best known for his battle with Lech Wałęsa and Solidarity, including the imposition of martial law, which was termed a “state of war” in Poland. 

          ANSWER: Wojciech Jaruzelski
2. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify each of the following personality traits which are considered part of the “Big Five” model of personality, often abbreviated OCEAN, as described by Lewis Goldberg among others.
A. This trait expresses the range of interpersonal interaction, with those on one extreme enjoying interaction with other people and more active activities and with those on the other extreme preferring less outside stimulation and interaction. This trait also includes a person’s level of energy and enthusiasm. 
          ANSWER: Extroversion 
B. This trait is considered a measure of a person’s ability or desire to control their impulsiveness, with those on one extreme acting spontaneously on a regular basis and with those on the other extreme being more reserved and tending more towards planning. 
          ANSWER: Conscientiousness 
C. This trait expresses a person’s concern for and level of cooperation with other people. Those on one extreme tend to seek harmonious social interaction, while those on the other end are more self-interested. This trait also includes a person’s view of other people’s emotions and motives and concern for their well-being. 
          ANSWER: Agreeableness 
D. This trait expresses a person’s tendency toward negative emotions, with those on one extreme appearing to frequently feel negative emotions and those on the other to control or to suffer less often from those same emotions. This trait describes how active and how reactive a person is emotionally. 
          ANSWER: Neuroticism (prompt on Emotional Stability) 
3. F10PE, identify each of the following works of Japanese literature, all of which were published in the last 20 years. 

A. The alternating chapters of this novel by Murakami Haruki tell two different stories, which eventually link, thus exploring the concept of double consciousness. The first story involves a Calcutec working for a scientist who is studying “sound reduction” and the other of a village’s “dreamreader”, who reads the dreams on the skulls of unicorns. 

          ANSWER: Hard-Boiled Wonderland and the End of the World or Sekai no Owari to Hadoboirudo Wandarando 
B. This surreal novel by Murakami Ryu tells the story of two boys, Hashi and Kiku, who were abandoned as infants at a train station by their mothers. They are adopted by the Kuwayama family in Kyushu, but Hashi returns to Tokyo in search of his mother, with Kiku and Kazuyo in pursuit, and the 3 wind up in the quarantined Toxitown.

          ANSWER: Coin Locker Babies or Koirokka Beibizu 
C. This novel, by Shusaku Endo, analyzes the weak nature of all humanity as the protagonist, Suguro, a Christian writer near the end of his life, begins to explore the seamy underbelly after he is accused of once frequenting the bad part of town. He attempts to discover if it was really himself, a suppressed alter ego, or a fiendish doppelganger. 

          ANSWER: Scandal 
4. Unicorns, though mythical, may have their origins in a number of actual animals. F10PE, identify each of the following creatures which may be the template for unicorn myths. 

A. This large antelope of Eastern and Southern Africa is occasionally referenced as a possible source for the unicorn. It has mystical associations among native peoples for its ability to kill lions and its tendency to defend itself and others from the predators and it is noted for its large, straight, spiral horns. 

          ANSWER: Common Eland or Giant Eland 
B. With a name derived from an Old Norse word for corpse, this cetacean, which lives in the frigid waters of the Arctic and North Atlantic, was the source for numerous unicorn horns which were traded in continental Europe. Recent studies have indicated that the most notable feature of this animal is a large sensory organ.

          ANSWER: Narwhal 

C. This creature, sometimes called the Giant Unicorn, was a large mammal which lived in Central Asia, Russia, and China during the Pliocene and Pleistocene epochs. It may have survived longer, being preserved in the cultural memory of the Evenk people and possibly appearing in the accounts of the medieval traveler Ibn Fadlan. 

          ANSWER: Elasmotherium sibiricum 
5. Auguste Rodin’s The Kiss is probably the most famous work of art by that title, but there have been many, many others. F10PE, identify the artists responsible of each of the following works also entitled The Kiss. 
A. In this man’s painting, The Kiss, a man and a woman are locked in an embrace, with the man’s face hidden, while the woman’s is exposed. They are both wrapped in a cloak or blanket of gold with designs on it: the man’s half has black and white rectangles and the woman’s half floral designs. 

          ANSWER: Gustav Klimt 

B. In this man’s painting, The Kiss, two lovers are locked in an embrace and both of their faces are obstructed by the other. The woman is wearing a blue dress, while the man is dressed similarly to depictions of Robin Hood. He appears to be ready to depart, with his foot on the steps to the right and behind the woman. 

          ANSWER: Francesco Hayez 

C. In this man’s block-like sculpture, The Kiss, two lovers are facing each other with their arms around one another’s heads. The eyes of the two figures appear to be open and are even with one another, allowing the characters to stare into the other’s eyes.

          ANSWER: Constantin Brancusi
6. Hannibal has long been a figure of myth and legend and a man of great interest to many who have learned about ancient Rome. F10PE, identify the following Roman commanders defeated by him.
A. This consul was recalled from the Mediterranean, fresh from capturing Malta, after P. Cornelius Scipio’s defeat at Ticinus. Eager for battle, he was drawn into battle by Hannibal on the banks of the Trebia River and was routed after an ambush by Hannibal’s brother, Mago, pinned his rear and Hannibal’s cavalry annihilated his flanks. 
          ANSWER: Titus Sempronius Longus 
B. A novus homo, he was elected to the consulship for a second time following Sempronius’ defeat at Trebia and raised more legions to meet Hannibal. He was eventually drawn into battle on the shores of Lake Trasimene, where he was caught in one of the largest ambushes of all time. 15,000 of his men, including himself, were killed in the battle. 
          ANSWER: Gaius Flaminius Nepos 

C. Following the dictatorship of Fabius Maximus, he was elected consul, along with L. Aemillius Paullus, and together they raised an army of unprecedented size. Sharing command and against the better judgment of Paullus, he moved to attack Hannibal at Cannae and was surrounded, leading to the deaths of up to 60,000 men, including Paullus and 80 senators. 
          ANSWER: Gaius Terentius Varro 
7. Identify these characters from Mark Twain’s classic satire, A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court, F10PE. 

A. This is the knight who captures Hank and brings him to Camelot. In his tale of his exploits, he claims that he captured Hank, whom he describes as a “prodigious giant”, “sky-towering monster”, and “tusked and taloned man-devouring ogre”, after slaying his thirteen knights and throwing a rock the size of a cow to dislodge him from the top of a tree. 

          ANSWER: Sir Kay the Seneschal 
B. Hank first encounters this knight before he is presented to the court by Kay, when he awakens the crowd with tin cups tied to a dog’s tail. At first Hank feels compassion for this humorist whose jokes are all quite old, but changes his mind when he tells the one joke that Hank cannot abide. 

          ANSWER: Sir Dinadin the Humorist 

C. While Hank is cursing Sir Dinadin for telling that joke, he prays to God that he be killed. The words are overheard by this knight, who subsequently challenges Hank to a duel. Hank shoots this knight, creating the bullet hole in his armor which is discussed at the opening of the book. 

          ANSWER: Sir Sagramor le Desirous 
8. F10PE, identify each of the following which are related concepts from optics.

A. Often called “la loi de Descartes” in France, this formula is used to calculate the angle of refraction of a beam of light as it passes between two different media of differing refractive index. 

          ANSWER: Snell’s Law of Refraction 

B. This concept states that the path taken by a wave of light between two points will be the one that takes the least amount of time. It can be used to derive Snell’s Law and can itself be derived from quantum electrodynamics. 

          ANSWER: Fermat’s Principal
C. According to this method of analysis, all advancing wave fronts can be seen as the center of an infinite number of secondary waves created as the initial wave encounters various obstructions along its path. It applies to all waves, including light, sound, and water waves, explaining such things as diffraction and Snell’s Law.  

          ANSWER: Huygens-Fresnel Principal or Huygens’s Principal
9. You know that 8-Bit Theater is fun, but what else do you know about it? F10PE, identify each of the following related to Brian Clevinger’s masterpiece.

A. This “superhero” has twice appeared in the comic: once he challenged a giant, saying that if he lost, he would listen to The Cure and another time to return Cure albums to Vilbert. He is a mopey, goth parody of a popular Marvel character. 

          ANSWER: The Sulk 
B. While battling Drizz’l, Fighter used this attack, which Black Mage claims to have taught him. It is a variant on Black Mage’s favorite and most powerful attack and prompted Drizz’l to throw the dreaded camel spider into Fighter’s hair. 

          ANSWER: Me-Doken (prompt on Fighterdoken, since it is Fighter doing it) 

C. On occasion, Red Mage is required to cross-dress and, when he does so, he takes this name. While in this persona, he claims to have issues with his father, but it appears that was only the result of manipulation by Thief. 

          ANSWER: Debra 
10. In 1998, Matthew Shepard was brutally beaten and left to die. FTSNOP, identify these films about his murder from actors who appeared in them.

A. 10) Shane Meier, Kristen Thompson, Sam Waterston, and Stockard Channing 

          ANSWER: The Matthew Shepard Story 

B. 5) Joshua Jackson, Clea Duvall, Jeneane Garofalo, and Christina Ricci 

          ANSWER: The Laramie Project 

C. 15) Busy Philipps, Cy Carter, Brendan Fletcher, and Ian Somerhalder 

          ANSWER: Anatomy of a Hate Crime 
11. Brady Quinn may be stirring the echoes and he may be headed for a Heisman-caliber season next year, but do you remember any other Notre Dame quarterbacks? F10PE, identify these Irish QBs from the last 25 years.

A. He came to Notre Dame as the most highly touted high school prospect in history and ESPN’s Beano Cook declared that he would win 2 Heismans before he even took a snap. Reality was not as kind, though when he left, he held the school career records for completions, attempts, yards, and touchdowns, as well as many other marks. 

          ANSWER: Ron Powlus 

B. An All-American out of Fullerton, CA, when he left in 1987, he held nearly every school passing mark, though most of those were subsequently broken by Rick Mirer, Ron Powlus, or others. Despite his prowess, he threw more interceptions than touchdowns, 44 to 27, and the Irish were only 24-22 in his 4 years in South Bend. 

          ANSWER: Steve Beuerlein
C. The successor to Steve Beuerlein, this QB from South Carolina led the Irish back to prominence, first with a solid performance and an 8-4 record in his sophomore year, and then 12-1 in his senior season. He is the 15th-leading rusher in school history and is best known for leading the Irish to their 11th National Championship as a junior in 1988. 

          ANSWER: Tony Rice
12. Do you know more about fictional martial arts from literature or from anime and manga? [Moderator: await response and read the appropriate bonus]

I. Identify the following fictional martial arts which originate in various novels, short stories, and the like F10PE. 

A. Taught by the Korean-master Chiun, this is the martial arts learned by Remo Williams, the protagonist of The Destroyer series by Richard Sapir and Warren Murphy. Among the many skills taught in this martial arts are the abilities to dodge bullets by hearing the movement of a gunman’s tensor muscles and to hold one’s breath for over an hour.
          ANSWER: Sinanju 

B. This martial art combines the Prana Bindu training of the Bene Gesserit with a powerful form of psychic power in the Dune series. This martial arts style allows a practitioner to place great force behind their attacks and also to move at unnatural speeds, due to training of the mind.  

          ANSWER: The Weirding Way 
C. First mentioned in The Adventure of the Empty House, this is the martial arts known to Sherlock Holmes and has since claimed such fictional heroes as Doc Savage and The Shadow as practitioners. This style of martial arts may be based on an eclectic style developed in the late 19th Century by E.W. Barton-Wright
          ANSWER: Baritsu 

II. Identify the following fictional martial arts which originate in various anime and manga F10PE.
A. Used in the manga and anime series Fist of the Blue Sky and Fist of the North Star, this is the fighting style utilized by the main characters in both, both of whom are named Kasumi Kenshiro. The basis of this style of martial arts is attacking the power points on a person’s body, either to incapacitate, control, or destroy them.
          ANSWER: Hokuto Shinken or Divine Fist of the North Star or Divine Fist of the Northern Sky 
B. Originally created by Happosai, this style of martial arts from Ranma ½  has broken into two schools centered on the Saotome and Tendo families. Ranma and his primary fiancée Akane, as well as their parents, use this style and it is by far the most conventional in the series. 
          ANSWER: School of Indiscriminate Grappling or Anything Goes Martial Arts or Musabetsu Kakuto Ryu 

C. This is the school of martial arts taught by King Kai in the Dragonball universe. It was used by a number of characters, most notably Goku, and has two principle attacks, a powering up, called Kai-ou-ken, and a powerful energy attack which utilizes all of the spirit energy on a planet, called the spirit bomb.
          ANSWER: Kaio-Ken or Fist of the Gods 
13. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify these cocktails all of which share a common ingredient.

A. There are two recipes for this strong drink, the “classic”, which is 1 part 151 proof rum, 1 part Everclear, and 1 part Blue Curaçao, and the “lighter”, which is 1 part 151 proof rum, 1 part 100 proof vodka, and 1 part Blue Curaçao. 

          ANSWER: Romulan Ale 

B. Add equal parts rum, vodka, tequila, triple Sec, and gin and fill with 7-Up and sour mix. Occasionally Blue Curaçao is added for a splash of color and this drink is sometimes known as a Blue China. 

          ANSWER: Adios Motherfucker 

C. ¾ oz. of Blue Curaçao, ¾ oz. chilled grenadine, 1 teaspoon of Bailey’s Irish Crème, and Sprite to taste. The grenadine should sink to the bottom and the Bailey’s should float on the top. 

          ANSWER: Bloody Smurf Jizz 

D. 1 ice cube, 2½ oz. of milk, 1 oz. of Blue Curaçao, and 1/3 oz. of crème de cacao.

          ANSWER: Jedi Cocktail

A. One of the most popular sketches on Square One was this play on a classic 1950s television series. George Frankly was around for the entire series, but Kate Monday was replaced by Pat Tuesday after the setting was moved to New York. 

          ANSWER: Mathnet 

B. This parody of a popular video game character was also a recurring character on the series and he was often opposed by his arch-nemesis, Mr. Glitch.
