Tossups 

1. His doctrine recognized two classes of influence on human life, those under human control and those outside of that control, which he called adiaphora. He was a slave to Epaphroditos,* during the reign of Nero and was crippled because of poor treatment by his master. He was eventually freed, but was exiled by Domitian. During that time, he set up a school, and one of his students, Arrian, recorded many of his thoughts in the Enchiridion. FTP, who is this influential Stoic ethicist, who founded the Stoic school at Nicopolis and wrote The Discourses, four books of which survive to today?
          ANSWER: Epictetus 
2. It ended the political career of John Carlisle, who was serving as the Secretary of the Treasury at its onset. Because of a run on gold, he was compelled to end silver coinage and he opposed the Wilson-Gorman Tariff, both unpopular with the Democrats, who were in power at the time.* This was coupled with the bankruptcy of the Philadelphia and Reading Railroad and the National Cordage Co., the most traded stock at the time. What resulted were the failing of over 500 banks and the bankruptcy of over 15,000 companies, including the Northern Pacific, Union Pacific, and Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroads. FTP, what was this economic downturn which struck during Grover Cleveland’s second term? 
          ANSWER: Panic of 1893 
3. A yellow-colored liquid, it is not water soluble, but dissolves readily into chloroform, benzene, alcohol or ether. There are several methods of preparing it, including passing fumes from a combination of starch and passing nitric acid through isoamyl alcohol.* It acts as a vasodilator, prompting its medicinal use for conditions such as angina, and induces the formation of methemoglobin, causing it to be used to treat cyanide poisoning. FTP, what is this compound which, when used recreationally, is often called popper or bopper?
          ANSWER: Amyl Nitrite or Pentyl Alcohol Nitrite or Nitramyl or N-Amyl Nitrite 
4. His mythic battle with Vritra is depicted in the religions of ancient Iran, which is thought to be evidence of this deity’s pre-Hindu origins.* Because both India and Iran were settled by Indo-Aryan peoples, it is believed that he may have been based on an Indo-Aryan chieftain. He may also have been an early sun god, and he is often depicted as a red being with four very long arms. FTP, who is this god of weather and war, the Lord of Heaven in Hinduism?
          ANSWER: Indra 
5. She was exiled from her homeland by her father because of a fight with her sister, whose husband she had seduced.* Despite leaving, her sister followed her, destroying her new homes. A final battle resulted in her death, but she was reborn as a goddess. She frequently appears to mortals, either as a tall and beautiful young woman or as a frail, old woman, usually asking for some favor and dispensing rewards to the kind and curses to the cruel. FTP, who is this goddess of fire and volcanoes, who is also known for cursing those who take volcanic rocks from Hawaii?
          ANSWER: Pele 
6. The play takes place in a country estate owned by Sorin, opening with a performance of a Symbolist play starring Nina, who is being courted by the plays author.* When Arkadania finds it incomprehensible, the author, Konstantin storms off. Nina soon becomes enthralled with Trigorin, even presenting him with a medallion, and follows him to Moscow, where the two live for a time, before he leaves her for Arkadania. When Nina returns after a brief stint with a traveling theater company, she displays tells Konstantin of her adventures, but quickly leaves again. FTP, so goes what play by Anton Chekov, which ends with Konstantin shooting and killing himself, much as he had the title object?
          ANSWER: The Seagull  
7. The disease was ascribed to the Cagots of France and the Agotes of Navarre and it is only known to affect two other animals, nine-banded armadillos and mice, specifically in their foot pads. It appears to be biochemically related to Parkinson’s Disease* and the organism which causes it is closely related to Mycobacterium tuberculosis, which causes the disease of that name. FTP, name this infectious disease which is described often in the Bible and for which a sanitarium on the island of Moloka’i was started by Father Damien.
          ANSWER: Leprosy or Hansen’s Disease or Mycobacterium leprae 
8. It was the first nation to recognize US independence in 1776 and it abolished the slave trade in 1418, both signs of its forward thinking.* However, as a staunch opponent of the Eastern Orthodox and Bogomil Churches, it forcibly converted many in its outlying territories to Catholicism. It had been under the control of Venice and later the Habsburgs, before it gained nearly complete autonomy and reached its apex during the 1500s. FTP, name this former city-state on the Adriatic which lasted until 1808 when it surrendered to the French and became part of the Illyiran provinces. 
          ANSWER: Republic of Ragusa or Republic of Dubrovnik 
9. He has designed advertisements for several companies, including the Royal Bank of Scotland and Bravo TV, a channel produced by the British television company, Flextech. He has also done a considerable amount of graffiti, including a mural covering a wall 75 m long in Barga, Italy.* Noted for working in black and white, usually with a single other contrasting color, FTP, who is this artist best known for his work with KMFDM, for whom he has animated two music videos and provided the cover art for 10 albums and 17 singles?
          ANSWER: Aidan Hughes or BRUTE! 
10. The People’s Almanac suggests a Freudian interpretation, with the name signifying the desire to murder one’s father, and the odd locations in which it was found signifying the inaccessibility of taboo.* Other sources suggest it resulted from “Chad”, a British cartoon, and an inspector from the Bethlehem Steel Shipyard. The novel V. by Thomas Pynchon suggests that it was originally part of a design for a pass-band filter and Isaac Asimov’s short story The Message claims that it was the mark of a time traveler. FTP, what is this famous phrase usually accompanied with a small picture of a man who appears to be looking over a wall?
          ANSWER: “Kilroy was here” 
11. After a brief stint in the Marine Corps, he found himself in Detroit, where he landed a job as the resident playwright for Concept East, while also attending Wayne State to work on his acting and writing skills. He was accepted to a prestigious program at Yale, which led to his first role in a feature film, appearing in 1976’s Leadbelly. He landed several bit parts before earning better roles with films like Spacehunter: Adventures in the Forbidden Zone. FTP, name this actor, who is best known for his roles as Sgt. Albrecht in The Crow and Winston Zedmore in Ghostbusters. 
          ANSWER: Ernie Hudson 
12. Their nickname was first applied by newspaper columnist Tommy Bonk for their offensive tendencies, which were partially a result of and partially resulted in their poor outside shooting and their poor foul shooting.* Benny Anders, was lightning-quick, and is perhaps best known for a failed steal, while Larry Micheaux was known as the teams “other center”. FTP, provide this nickname for the college basketball team from Houston which featured the talents of Clyde Drexler and Akeem Olajuwon and which made three straight Final Four appearances.
          ANSWER: Phi Slamma Jamma 
13. Attending UCLA, he led the team to three national titles, including back-to-back championships in ’81 and ’82. Throughout the ‘80s, he was a staple of the national team, playing as a combination setter/hitter* and leading the US to gold medals in ’84 and ’88. He moved on to beach volleyball and, along with teammate Kent Steffes, won the first gold medal in men’s beach volleyball at the 1996 Summer Olympics. FTP, who is this volleyball player, who has won over $3,000,000 in prize money?
          ANSWER: Charles “Karch” Kiraly 
14. It ends after most of the main characters have died, and we see them enjoying a picnic together on a small piece of ground which floats out to sea. This is only the final outlandish scene in a movie which sees a chimpanzee fire the cannon of a tank at a wall, freeing himself and worrying his companions, and a poet take advantage of his friends by convincing them to produce arms for WWII for 50 years while they live in a bunker. FTP, name this film, directed by Emir Kusturica, which won the Palme d’Or at Cannes in 1995. 
          ANSWER: Underground or Bila Jednom Jedna Zemlja 
15. Its official mascot was similar to Captain Caveman, from the 1970s cartoon of the same name, and he was often shown wearing sunglasses and participating in a number of sports. Because the game was considered gambling by some, it was banned in a number of school districts. It originated with a game played among children in Hawaii using the lid to a juice made from passion fruit, orange, and guava, which also lent this game its name. FTP, identify this fad game which consisted of throwing a plastic or metal disc at a stack of cardboard discs in order to flip them over.
          ANSWER: POG(s) or Milkcap(s) 
16. It initially formed in 1981 under the name From Eden, but Malcolm Treece and Miles Hunt quickly left forming The Wonder Stuff. They worked for awhile under the name Wild and Wandering, as which they gained some attention thanks to DJ John Peel.* They were soon signed to RCA under their third and final name, but only produced two albums with the company, including their biggest UK hit, “Get the Girl! Kill the Baddies”, and their biggest US hit, “Def Con One”. FTP, what is this British band which eventually settled with Nothing Records, best known for their industrial-influenced work with producer and musician, Trent Reznor?
          ANSWER: Pop Will Eat Itself 
Overtime Tossups 

O1. He trains as a chaplain’s assistant in South Carolina before shipping out to France. Shortly before shipping out, his father dies in a hunting accident.* He is captured during the Battle of the Bulge and taken by train back to the city of Dresden. While on the train, he has a breakdown and is given a shot of morphine, which results in a trip through time. In Dresden, he and several other POWs works to make malt syrup for the Germans, but the city is fire-bombed and he has to work to remove corpses from the rubble. FTP, so goes the WWII experiences of what Kurt Vonnegut character, the protagonist of Slaughterhouse-Five. 
          ANSWER: Billy Pilgrim
O2. Warning: two answers required. One is brown and the other gray, though which is which changes from short to short.* One has buckteeth and performs most of the labor necessary for the other’s plans to succeed. The short, Mouse Wreckers, the first in which they were paired with Claude Cat earned their creator an Academy Award nomination, and they appeared as the announcers in the movie Space Jam. FTP, name this Chuck Jones-created mouse duo. 
          ANSWER: Hubie and Bertie (in either order)
O3. The character was first mentioned in Bill & Ted’s Excellent Comic Book #9 and has since appeared twice in Agent X. He has had 15 different sidekicks, all of whom were killed in action, except for one, who, angry for revenge, became his arch-nemesis, The Hooded Eye. The Hooded Eye announced a $10,000,000 reward for his death, prompting many villains and normal citizens, who despised his destructiveness, to attack him, but he beat all comers. In the process, he was sent to prison, where he now sits. FTP, who is this superhero created by Evan Dorkin for a one-shot comic for Marvel in 1993, whose name comes from his favorite pastime?
          ANSWER: Fight-Man 
O4. In Finnish, it can function as a formal imperative as one might see in laws or treaties, and it may also be used as a way to express annoyance, often in a dismissal. There are two ways of expressing it in Japanese, with the ending –tai and with the modal verb geru. It exists in Icelandic, though it’s forms are mostly indistinguishable from those of the subjunctive. It has been reconstructed in Proto-Indo-European, but few languages, including Albanian and Avestan make use of it. FTP, what is this verbal mood which is most often associated with Ancient Greek and Sanskrit and which expresses desires, hopes, wishes, and occasionally hypothetical actions?
          ANSWER: Optative Mood

1. F10PE, identify the following about the Book of Mormon, which attests to the preaching of Jesus in the Americas.

A. The descendents of Nephi, which were called Nephites, were the purer of the two clans that developed after the arrival of Lehi and his followers in the Americas. Name the other group, which consisted of the ancestors of Nephi’s fallen brothers, whom they also took their name from, and which eventually destroyed the Nephites. 
          ANSWER: Lamanites
B. This man was a commander of Nephite forces against the Lamanites during the last battle, which the Nephites lost. He went into hiding and composed chapters 8 and 9 of his father’s book, the Book of Mormon, as well as a book named for him. He later became an angel and told Joseph Smith about the location of the Golden Plates.

          ANSWER: Moroni 

C. Also authored by Moroni, this book relates the history of a group, the Jaredites, who were led to the Americas after the fall of the Tower of Babel. Moroni’s version is an abridgement of the full text which had been preserved on 24 tablets. This is one of the exceptions to the primarily sequential order of the Book of Mormon. 

          ANSWER: Book of Ether 
2. Mexico has been torn apart by strife and war for much of its history. F10PE, identify the following generals who have all played a part in that bloody history.

A. Originally a lieutenant in the Spanish army when the Mexican War of Independence erupted, he soon grew both in power and in sympathy toward the rebels. He joined them and negotiated Mexico’s independence. He was named emperor in 1822, but abdicated in 1823. His grandson was named heir to the only other emperor, Maximilian I in 1865.

          ANSWER: Augustín Cosme Damián de Iturbide y Aramburu or Augustín I 
B. A general during the War of Independence, he sided with Santa Anna and others in favor of a republic. He signed the Plan de Casa Mata with Santa Anna and after the abdication of Emperor Augustín de Iturbide, he was elected as the first president. Among his many accomplishments were the abolition of slavery and establishing Mexico’s military academy.

          ANSWER: Guadalupe Victoria or Manuel Félix Fernández 
C. He supported the revolt against Santa Anna, along with Benito Juarez, and gained a great deal of fame during the French Intervention. He lost the 1871 election to Juarez and the 1876 election to Sebastián Lerdo de Tejada, whom he overthrew, establishing his dictatorial regime, which lasted until 1911. 

          ANSWER: Jose de la Cruz Porforio Díaz Mori 
3. Identify the following animal phyla FTSNOP. 
A. 10) Noted for their ability to withstand extremes in pressure, temperature, and radiation, this phylum includes animals which are capable of reducing their own metabolism to less than .01% of normal. Recent DNA and RNA sequencing suggest they are the closest relatives to arthropods and they are often known by the common name “water bears”. 
          ANSWER: Tardigarda or Tardigrades 
B. 10) This phylum consists of only one species, Trichoplax adhaerens, which is a simple balloon animal often found along the sides of marine aquaria. They have the smallest amount of DNA of any animal yet sequenced and resemble large amoeba with cilia. Another species, Treptoplax reptans, has been reported, but not seen since 1896. 
          ANSWER: Placozoa 
C. 5) They posses radial symmetry and their body plan usually has a centralized sac which contains a digestive cavity with a single opening. Gonads are their only organs and tentacles tipped or lined with nematocysts, or stinging cells, surround their mouth, giving them their name. Sea Anemones, corals, and sea pens are all found in this phylum.
          ANSWER: Cnidaria or Cnidarians 
D. 5) They have only four cell types and their tube-like bodies are separated into 3 segments: the osculum, the opening found at the “top”; the spongocoel, or the interior; and a third section which is attached to a rock or other surface. This phylum is home to the world’s sponges.
          ANSWER: Porifera or Poriferans 
4. Identify the following unique moons of our solar system FTSNOP.

A. 10) Discovered in 1994 from photographs taken by Galileo in 1993, it was the first ever asteroid moon discovered. It may have been created at the same time as its parent, 243 Ida, or it may have broken off during an earlier impact. 

          ANSWER: Dactyl 

B. 5) It is composed of rock similar to C-Type asteroids and many believe it was captured after its orbit was perturbed by Jupiter and Mars captured it. It is the smaller of the two Martian moons and also the further. 

          ANSWER: Deimos or (prompt on Mars II) 
C. 10) This moon, the largest highly-irregular object in the solar system, is noted for many things. It is very close to Titan and it has the most chaotic rotation of any moon, which may be caused by Titan’s proximity, its highly eccentric orbit, and its irregular shape, which may be a result of a large impact. 

          ANSWER: Hyperion or (prompt on Saturn VII)
D. 5) It was discovered 17 days after its planet’s discovery and is unique in a number of ways, most especially its retrograde orbit, which marks it as a captured object. It has numerous icy volcanoes, which spew forth liquid nitrogen, dust, and methane compounds, and it is Neptune’s largest satellite. 

          ANSWER: Triton or (prompt on Neptune I) 
5. F10PE, identify these William Faulkner novels from some of their characters.

A. Bayard Sartoris, the son of Col. John Sartoris, the narrator and protagonist; Grumby, a bandit leader who terrorizes the local population and is killed by Bayard; Ringo, Bayard’s best friend and personal slave, who is also smarter than Bayard

          ANSWER: The Unvanquished  
B. Joe Christmas, who also goes by the names Joe McEachern and Joe Hines; Rev. Gail Hightower, defrocked after his wife fell to her death from a Memphis hotel window; Joanna Burden, a recluse who works with various black colleges

          ANSWER: Light in August 
C. Thomas Sutpen, a cold, shrewd man who owns Sutpen’s Hundred, a plantation; Wash Jones, a squatter who drinks with Thomas and kills him in 1869; Clytemnestra “Clytie” Sutpen, daughter of Thomas and a slave who serves his children

          ANSWER: Absalom, Absalom!
6. Though its beginning is much debated, with some claiming the reforms of Diocletian in 292 and others the reign of Theodosius, its end most certainly came in 1453. F10PE, identify the following about the decline of the Byzantine Empire.

A. This battle has particular significance, as it saw the Byzantines routed by the Seljuk Turks and the emperor, Romanus IV Diogenes captured. There were few casualties, but it did hinder future opposition to Seljuk expansion and allowed Andronicus Ducas to usurp the Byzantine throne, destabilizing the entire empire politically. 

          ANSWER: Battle of Manzikert 
B. The Fourth Crusade was a disaster for the Byzantine Empire, which was conquered by the crusaders, who established the so-called Latin Empire under this man, a Count of Flanders and Hainaut. The most notable event of his short reign from 1204-5, was the near civil war which almost erupted with his rival, Boniface of Montferrat, over Thessalonica. 

          ANSWER: Baldwin I of Constantinople or Baldwin IX of Flanders or Baldwin VI of Hainaut 
C. Setting up his conquest of Constantinople, Mehmed II built this castle on the European side of the Bosporus, opposite the Anadolu Hisari, built by his great-grandfather Bayezid I. One of this castle’s names, both in Greek and Turkish has the double meaning “strait blocker” and “throat cutter”, as it prevented assistance from Genoese Black Sea colonies. 

          ANSWER: Rumeli Hisari or Boğazkesen or Laimokopia

I. Identify the following figures from the historical mythology of ancient Rome F10PE.

A. Daughter of the governor of the Capitoline Hill, she opened the gates for the Sabines in exchange for “that which they bore on their arms”. Expecting to receive their golden bracelets, the Sabines instead threw their shields on her, crushing and killing the girl. She was buried on the spot which later bore her name and served as an execution site for traitors. 

          ANSWER: Tarpeia 

B. During the war with the Etruscans under Lars Poresena, this Roman officer attempted to assassinate the Etruscan king, but was captured. Proving his loyalty and courage, he thrust his right hand into a fire, burning it off. Porsena was so impressed by this display, that he let this Roman go.

          ANSWER: Gaius Mucius or Scaevola 
C. Also during the war with the Etruscans, this man, either after his comrades abandoned him out of fear or he ordered them to help in the destruction of the bridge, stood alone before the bridge across the Tiber which led into Rome and prevented the Etruscans from entering. Once the bridge was destroyed, he swam across the river to safety. 

          ANSWER: Horatius Cocles 
II. Identify the following gods which appear to originate in Italy F10PE.

A. The daughter of Faunus, myrtle and wine were forbidden at her secret festivals, because she was once beaten by her father with a myrtle stick for being drunk. Men were not allowed to participate in her rituals and she was a goddess of virginity, healing, and fertility. 
          ANSWER: Bona Dea or Fauna 
B. He is the god of boundary stones and every year, during his festival, all boundary stones were drenched in sacrificial blood. It is for violating this god, by lifting a large boundary stone and throwing it, that some argue Turnus was justly killed at the end of the Aeneid. 

          ANSWER: Terminus 
C. The goddess of fruit trees, she is symbolized by the paring knife. Though scorning the love of Silvanus and Picus, she was tricked into marrying Vertumnus after he transformed himself into an old woman. 

          ANSWER: Pomona 
9. Answer the following about The Great One, F10PE.
A. For the first 10 years of his NHL career, Gretzky averaged over 180 points per season, which is higher than any person has scored in a single season, except this man, a former Pittsburg Penguin whose nicknames include “Le Magnifique” and who scored 199 in the 1988-89 season.
          ANSWER: Mario Lemieux 
B. After only 10 years in the league, Gretzky broke this man’s career scoring record of 1850 points. What took Gretzky less than a decade to break, had taken this hockey legend 26 years to build up. He is also second to Gretzky in goals, assists, and points scored in a professional hockey career, including games outside of the NHL.
          ANSWER: Gordie Howe 
C. Gretzky scored 50 goals in 50 games or less three times in his career, including once accomplishing the feat in 39 games. This is the only other player, a former teammate of Gretzky with the St. Louis Blues, to have scored 50 goals in 50 games or less more than once. 
          ANSWER: Brett Hull (prompt on Hull)

          ANSWER: 8-bit Theater 
C. 10) Written and drawn by Dave Cheung, with conceptual help from Jay Joseph, this comic follows four friends, Ellice, a moronic, possibly bisexual actress of questionable integrity and talent; Kiyoshi, an equally moronic actor, underwear model, and spokesman for Splammo!, and Sally and Chloe, cousins and best friends who attend the title school.

          ANSWER: Chugworth Academy 2 
13. Identify the following admirals from the various Star Trek series FTSNOP. 
A. 5) Portrayed by Brock Peters, in Star Trek IV  he attempts to hold Earth together during the so-called “Whale Song” crisis. In Star Trek VI, however, he is more sinister as he sides with General Chang and others to derail the peace process between the Federation and the Klingon Empire, including assassinating Chancellor Gorkon and the Federation President.
          ANSWER: Fleet Admiral Cartwright 
B. 10) In his youth, he won victories over the Klingons as a commander aboard the USS Falcon and USS Pegasus. He was also responsible for a 40 year-long civil war on the planet of Mordan IV, when he supplied rival factions with Federation technology. In Too Short a Season, he seeks to vindicate himself by saving the hostages again taken by Karnas. 
          ANSWER: Rear Admiral Mark Jameson 
C. 10) He only appeared on-screen during the Enterprise episode, In a Mirror, Darkly, as commander of the Terran Empire’s Starfleet. He was originally considered a better choice by the Vulcans to command the Enterprise, and replaced Admiral Forrest as the commander of Starfleet, after the former’s death in The Forge. 
          ANSWER: Admiral Gardner 
D. 5) Portrayed by Barry Jenner, he was commander of the Bolian and Bajoran fronts at the start of the Dominion War. He made Capt. Sisko his adjutant, with whom he planned the attack on the Argolis Cluster Sensor Array and the retaking of Deep Space 9. He held overall command at the Battle of Cardassia and oversaw the signing of the Treaty of Bajor. 
          ANSWER: Vice Admiral William Ross

The discovery of sandalwood on Erromango brought a rush of settlers which lasted until 1830, after violence erupted between the Polynesian workers and the native Melanesians. 
C. 20) Initially British settlers from Australia were the most numerous Europeans, but the creation of the Caledonian Company tipped the balance toward the French.
